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AN EDITORIAL

T HE PRESENT economic plight 
has penetrated deeper than 

many thought possible. While it is 
being keenly felt in developed na­
tions, the recession is reaching crisis 
proportions in many of the third 
world and less developed countries. 
Unemployment figures of 10 to 12 
percent are frightening enough until 
they are compared to 30 to 50 per­
cent e lsew here . Few o p tim is tic  
voices are now being heard for a 
quick recovery.

A recent trip to a Central Ameri­
can country revealed the extent of 
the problem. It has been calculated 
that one-fifth  to one-fou rth  of a 
working man’s wage will be needed 
for milk alone for his family. Now try 
to purchase the other necessities 
with the balance, including housing, 
and one can see the desperateness 
of the situation. In the same country 
it was pointed out that hospitals are 
now being filled up with babies and 
children suffering from malnutrition.

Always there are those who are 
ready to place the church on a guilt 
trip when problems such as these 
begin to surface. Yet, one must rec­
ogn ize  tha t sin and its  a ccom ­
pany ing  re s u lts  m ust bear the  
blame. It is not the church that builds 
armies instead of producing bread 
and butter, nor is it the church that 
taxes and deprives rather than en­
couraging and uplifting. But neither 
can the church sit by and declare an 
unconcerned attitude. To the con­

trary, God’s people, simply because 
they are G od’s people, m ust en­
deavor to meet needs that govern­
ments, taxes, and businesses are 
unable to meet.

True, the  o ve rw h e lm in g  need 
com pares to  a David facing his 
Goliath. Yet, the same God who di­
rected in the slaying of the giant pro­
vides strength and means to face 
today's formidable challenge. It all 
begins with a reappraisal of life's pri­
orities. Herein lies the essential dif­
ference between Marxism and true 
Christianity. Never does the Marxist 
rearrange his priorities; rather he 
continues to love things and wealth 
as life's highest attainment.

The Christian, on the other hand, 
says voluntarily, “What I have is mine 
to share even to the extent of my 
doing w ithou t a ltogether if need 
be.” And today it looks as though it 
does need be. We must allow our 
eyes to be opened and then, com­
pelled by love, reach out to share in 
true compassionate concern. The 
burden once again has been placed 
upon the church to guide society 
through its present plight, and once 
again the church will rise to the chal­
lenge as our Lord reminds us, “ Inas­
much as ye have done it unto one of 
the least of these my brethren, ye 
have done it unto me” (Matthew 
25:40). □

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REVIVALS—
“Without Me You Can Do Nothing”

REVIVALS, the real kind, require hard work. Our 
best efforts in planning, prom otion , and prayer 

are needed. Evangelistic cam paigns dem and that som e 
folks rush home from  work and live on a hectic sched­
ule during revival week. P robably som e people will 
miss their evening meals to attend the services. H ouse­
wives may have to leave undone their dishes, dusting, 
and scrubbing.

Students may need to get their assignm ents done 
early or hand them  in late. Lawyers, doctors, and 
bankers may need to close their offices a little early. 
Businessmen may have to put o ff  som e legitim ate ac­
tivities. And everyone may need to in con ven ien ce  
themselves to produce w holehearted participation.

Revivals take extra effort because m ost people have 
to do most o f  the things they norm ally do plus the 
extra requirements o f  supporting and attending the 
revival meeting.

All this effort is com m endable but it is not enough.
In the Vine passage (John 15), Jesus em phasizes our 
need of Him when He says, “ W ithout me you can do 
nothing." The warning proves to be true in every spiri­
tual endeavor. C onnection  to the Vine is obviously n ec­
essary for divine life to flow through us. So genuine 
revival requires our best effort coupled with our w hole­
hearted dependence on the resources o f  God.

Conviction for sin, hunger for the deep things o f 
God, and a sickening dissatisfaction with the carnal 
mind are all gifts from  G od. D ivine unction  on the 
revival preaching, an atm osphere o f  expectancy, a 
sense of heavenly hush on the meeting, an eagerness 
for wholehearted obedience, plus the undisputed need 
for repentance and hunger for heart holiness are all 
given by the Spirit o f  God. These needed revival ingre­
dients seldom com e to the church that has not paid a 
high price in hum an effort, but the desired results are 
never man-made.

“Without me you can do noth ing” — those haunting 
words of Jesus are absolut ely accurat e when it com es to 
significant spiritual breakthrough in a local church or 
in an individual life. G enuine revival requires a divine 
connection.

Who has seen a lukewarm church move to fervent 
zeal without the help o f  the Lord o f  the church? E vi­
dently the factor that kept the Laodicean church in its 
tepid state was its self-su fficient “ need o f  noth ing” 
(Revelation 3:17). G. Cam pbell M organ wrote o f  that 
church, “They needed nothing because they have ev-

erything.” A nd where in church history has a denom i­
nation or a group o f  churches moved from  a lukewarm 
self-com placency to w hite-hot spiritual vigor without 
receiving life-giving energy from  the Vine?

Revival fruit, the lasting variety, is im possible w ith­
out the m iraculous enablem ent o f  the Vine. H oly 
Scripture calls us to bear lasting fruit; surely that 
means reaching people with the power o f  the gospel 
and helping them becom e established in the grace o f 
God. This instruction to bear fruit stretches our souls, 
and some good people never seem to make the grade. 
But to produce lasting fruit is both  the com m and and 
the prom ise. The secret o f  lasting fruit is Vine con ­
nection.

Revival love that makes us “b lood ” brothers and 
sisters in the fam ily o f  G od is im possible w ithout the 
enabling help o f the Vine. By human nature who could 
really love the folks who com pose our churches with 
their wide diversity o f  backgrounds and significantly 
different educational, econom ic, and em otional levels? 
And what about those adversary relationships between 
professing Christians, which displease G od and chill 
the church? All such barriers are to be pruned by our 
Father, the M aster Gardener, who uses such radical 
cutting tools as repentance and restitution. T hen  the 
world, the church, and the individual Christian are 
positively im pacted bv love that com es from  the right 
connection.

Sin is exposed in revivals. Even though a catalogue 
o f sins like that found in Rom ans 1:21-32 would make 
most mature audiences blush, the evangelist and the 
church cannot effectively com m unicate the awful de­
struction o f  sin without the help o f  God. But the living 
Vine makes clear the issue, “ If I had not com e and 
spoken to them, they would not be guilty o f  sin. Now, 
however, they have no excuse for their sin” (John 15:22, 
N IV). Through Christ, sin is exposed for what it is, and 
sinners are generously offered full forgiveness and new 
life. Jesus’ statem ent is true: “ W ithout me you can do 
nothing."

G od ’s pattern for revival requires both holy desper­
ation and wholehearted dependence. He wants us to 
labor as if the whole revival result depended on us; 
better planning, more effective prom otion, and greater 
effort are pleasing to Him. But He wants us to depend 
on Him with a sense o f  earnest desperation, which 
grows out o f  our understanding o f  His own words, 
“ W ithout me you can do nothing.” Jesus provides the 
adequate enablement for the needed revival when He 
announced, “ If ye abide in me, and my words abide in 
you, ye shall ask what ye will, and it shall be done” 
(John 15:7, italics added). □

She went 
on to say, “ I gathered up all 
the cheap m agazines and 
the cigarettes fro m  th e  
cupboard and burned them  
all before I went to church 
tonight.”

This lady had been a t­
tending every service o f  the 
revival being held in a little 
town on our northwest coast. That night she had com e 
to the altar and been gloriously restored by the grace o f  
God. She had invited the pastor and me to her hom e 
afterward for som e refreshm ents and fellowship. She 
was now telling me the story o f  what had taken place in 
her life and hom e that day.

That afternoon she had been sitting in her favorite 
chair reading a cheap magazine. She sensed that her 
six-year-old son had entered the room . “ W hat do you 
want?” she said. “ I want a drink,” he had replied. 
“There's some K ool-A id  in the refrigerator. Get som e.” 
“I don’t want K ool-A id , I want a beer,” he had shot 
back. “Suddenly,” she said, “ it hit me, and I cried out in 
my soul, ‘Oh, God, what have I done to m y boy!’ I got 
up, went to the refrigerator, gave him  K ool-A id , and 
took all the beer and poured it down the drain. T hen  I 
gathered up all the cheap magazines and books, along 
with the cigarettes, and burned them. It had happened 
so slowly that I didn ’t realize what had happened, and 
yet here I was professing to be a Christian.” She went 
on to say, “After I stepped out into the aisle tonight, 
before I ever got to the altar, G od  met me and restored 
my soul.”

The church is never without need for revival. T he 
spirit of this world is insidiously at work pressuring the 
church of Jesus Christ into a godless conform ity. R o ­
mans 12:2 exhorts, “ D on ’t let the world around you 
squeeze you into its own m ould, but let G od  re-m ake 
you so that your w hole attitude o f  m ind is changed.

A SHOPPING MALI 
An Interview
A F T E R  15 Y E A R S  o f  successful ministry, D. L. 

H uffm an, with his wife and three children, 
moved to San A ntonio, Tex., to launch a new church. 

He was leaving a solid, com fortable pastorate to p io ­
neer a work in a shopping mall.

W hen District Superintendent James R. B lanken ­
ship approached him with this challenge, which would 
radically decrease salary and benefits, Pastor H uffm an 
responded, “ If G od calls me, I will go."

The story o f  H uffm an’s shopping mall church is told  
in this interview with Dr. Raym ond Hurn, director o f 
Church E xtension Ministries.

R. W. Hurn: Brother Huffm an, why did you do it?
D. L. Huffman: I’ve always had an interest in m is­

sions, and for about four years I had wanted to sponsor 
a new church. Finally in 1980 our church was able to 
contribute $7,000 to the starting o f  the new inner-city 
church in Toledo, Ohio. About that time I attended a 
Church Growth Conference in New York, and it all 
seemed to com e together that this is what God wanted 
me to do.

Hurn: That was quite a change after 15 years o f 
pasturing and being in a very com fortable pastorate at 
that. There must have been som e sense o f  loss in this 
move to Texas. Could you describe that?

Huffman: T he psychological aspect hit harder than I 
had anticipated. I knew that preaching to 275 or so and

t hen dropping down to 14 on our first Sunday wouli 
have its effect. 1 really didn't feel m uch o f  a loss fo 
several m onths, but about halfway through this pas 
year I got to missing, every once in a while, having 
building, having equipm ent, I guess the building aspec 
is what 1 miss most, because what we have is ver 
limited. The loss is com pensated, however, by the pros 
pects that we have right now.

Hurn: W hat about the pluses?
Huffman: The prospect o f  starting brand-new is 

plus. 1 didn ’t inherit any problem s. L ocating in a grow 
ing city, and the prospect o f  in itiating som e things tha 
I hadn't done before, such as a discipling program am 
parish pastors, these are all plus factors. I’ve made 
decision to stay, not just to plant a church, but to se 
the church grow and mature over a num ber of years 
My wife and I unofficially  have set a goal o f  15 years

Hurn: We had 58 worshiping this m orning. It was as 
enthusiastic crowd. About how m any would have beei 
non-Nazarene people?

Huffman: About 30 percent.
H um : I’d like to know more about your parish pasto 

plan. How does that work?
Huffman: This is taken from  several different ideas 

One is the old M ethodist class meeting, which metth 
need for people to get together as a close-knit group. A 
a church grows, people still need sm all-group fellow

We are getting better acquainted by being in a 
tusiness area where there is traffic, where people are 
loing through the corridors during the week. We are 
letting acquainted with the business people in this 
ilaza, some o f  w hom  will never com e to our church but 
lave already been o f  help to us. I th ink the mall ex- 
Xisure gives us better com m unity awareness than we 
nould have in a schoolhouse or a church building.
Hurn: Your sanctuary space will seat m ore than 100. 

fa have a couple o f  offices and rest room s and a glass 
vail that opens out into the mall. T h is brings up a 
iroblem with Sunday School classes. You’re growing 
ind increasing, what do you do for Sunday S chool?
Huffman: We have free use o f  the hall space right 

Mtside our area on Sunday. Shops in this mall are not 
ipen on Sunday. By using room  dividers we set up 
lasses out there for the ch ildren ’s departm ent. We

now have two adult classes in the worship space and 
the teen class in one o f  the offices. We also have a 
nursery out in the mall hallway. This is not ideal, but if 
it were not for that hall space we really cou ldn ’t have 
Sunday School. W e’ve trebled our Sunday School floor 
space with wall dividers out in the mall.

H urn: You’ve been here one year today. W hat are 
som e o f  the m ajor victories you have witnessed in the 
lives o f people?

Huffman: We have a unique church. First o f  all, we 
have a num ber o f  people who have been around the 
Nazarene church for a num ber o f  years but for one 
reason or another drifted away and were not attending 
a Nazarene church anywhere. T hey have com e back in. 
Som e o f them have gotten right with the L ord and 
joined  the church. Others are attending and are grow­
ing. We believe in a salvage m inistry for the Nazarene 
church.

Secondly, we have seen a num ber o f  brand-new p eo ­
ple with no background in the Church o f  the Nazarene 
get saved. We have had som e from  other denom ina­
tions. Not that we drew them  from  their churches, but 
they moved here and we came into contact with them, 
and they have gotten excited about being in on a new 
church.

We are in a military city so there is a lot o f  traffic 
com ing through, and with that we are reaching some 
from sister holiness groups who want to be a part o f  a 
new church from  the ground up.

Hurn: W e’ve discovered in our research that about 
50 to 60 percent o f  the m em bers that jo in  a new Naza­
rene church were non-Nazarenes. O f the rem aining 
number 50 percent were not active in the recent past in 
the Nazarene church to which they belonged. How 
does that work out proportion ately  in your m em ­
bership?

Huffm an: I would say that our percentages are close 
to those.

Hurn: Going into your second year, what are the 
prospects for growth in mem bers that are not now 
church people? A nd what about your future plans for 
property?

H uffm an: W e’re on the th resh old  o f  som eth ing 
greater than we’ve seen this past year. We live in a 
com m unity where more than 3,000 fam ilies are lo ­
cating each m onth. We are actively m aking contact 
with the families who are m oving into our im mediate 
area at the rate o f  1,000 a m onth. We now have the 
nucleus and the financial base to begin to really reach 
them.

We hope within the next week or so to close a deal on 
property. We will open a day-care center in the first 
unit, which will be a m inistry to the com m unity and 
will help us contact more families.

The prospect is very bright because o f  the trem en­
dous growth in San A ntorio. It is predicted that in the 
next 10 years San A ntonio will be the second-fastest- 
growing city in Texas and will reach one and a half 
m illion by 1990. W ith  a city changing like that, the 
area is open to change, to growth, and to new churches. 
I believe we have every ingredient that church growth 
tells us needs to be there.

Hurn: We hope year num ber two will be even greater 
than the first has been. □
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IOWA MUSCATINERS 
MINISTER TO MIGRANTS

HOLA AM IGO ! C om o esta usted?” Sound like a 
fam iliar Iowa greeting? We certainly  never 

thought so. That is, not until we moved to M uscatine, 
la.

M uscatine, a bustling com m ercial com m unity o f  
,30,000 people, is located on the bend o f  the M ississippi 
River. Because o f  her fam ous m elon crops and the 
numerous tom ato fields that supply the local Heinz 
processing plant, she has developed a large com m unity 
o f Spanish-speaking migrant workers. T he population 
o f  the Spanish com m unity fluctuates with the growing 
seasons; however, a perm anent Spanish-speaking p op ­
ulation o f  5,000 residents indicated a great need for 
ministry.

W ith the help o f  the M arengo church, we contacted  
Rev. Carlos G onzzatti and Church E xtension  M in is­
tries in Kansas City. Rev. G onzzatti met with us to 
discuss a Spanish-speaking ministry. D uring the p lan ­
ning stages we had many questions, som e doubts, and 
even some negative response from  another church in 
the com m unity. We wanted to reach out in Jesus’ 
name, but some responded, “ T h at’s nice, but you can ’t 
speak Spanish, and your church is just new in the 
com m unity.” But we believed the L ord ’s word to Ze- 
rubbabel was good for today, “ N ot by might, nor by 
power, but by my Spirit.”

The M uscatine Nazarene Spanish M inistry was b e ­
gun following much prayer and wholehearted com m it­
ment, We greeted Rev. G onzzatti with great expecta­
tion on Septem ber 26.

Our first step was a survey in the predominant!) 
Spanish neighborhood. From about 500 houses we con­
tacted 35 interested families. On this encouraging noil 
we moved to the next phase.

Rev. Gonzzatti, Rev. Baldwin, and the Muscatini 
Church planned three m onths o f  intensive evangelism, 
organized to reach A nglos as well as Spanish. In out 
door-to -door calling, we used one Spanish-speakii| 
individual with one A nglo. We continue to use thi 
m ethod as m uch as possible to reach both  groups. Thi 
evangelism program  included film s, youth activities 
and special services, and a Junior C hurch was organ­
ized.

In the showing o f  film s we tried to use an interpreter 
as m uch as possible. In the church entry, we placed 
Spanish literature beside the corresponding English 
literature. Rev. G onzzatti brought Spanish tapes ti 
give out with Spanish New Testam ents. Our members 
were given m inicourses on Spanish culture and taughi 
som e sim ple Spanish greetings.

W ith this prelim inary organization we hosted thi 
first film, “T he Cross and the Switchblade.” The re 
spon se  was trem en d ou s. A tten d a n ce  was 98—4 
S p a n ish -sp ea k in g  and  51 A n g los . Severa l Angli 
wom en responded to the altar call after the film am 
two Spanish individuals lifted their hands to reques 
continued prayer. Several other film s follow ed within 
creased attendance and good results.

Through the film  and calling outreach, the churcl 
has given out 75 Spanish New Testam ents, 25 Spanisi 
tapes presenting the Church o f  the Nazarene, and hun 
dreds o f  Spanish and English tracts.

feeing souls saved has replaced those doubts. We are 
■lading Spanish and A nglo fam ilies throughout the 
unmunity. God is so faithful! “ C om m it thy way unto 
leLord; trust also in him; and he shall bring it to 
is” (Psalm 37:5).
The encouragement and financial support given by 
wDistrict Superintendent W hitlatch  and Dr. Ray- 
indHurn, director o f Church E xtension  M inistries, 
lemade this exciting m inistry possible. □

A L B E R T  C A M U S’ The Fall deals with a French 
lawyer who is living an easy life until one night 

he hears the screams o f  a drowning wom an and turns 
away refusing to risk him self to save her. Years later, 
his life a shambles, he winds up in an Am sterdam  bar 
talking to himself. A t the conclusion  o f  his ramblings 
he says: “ Tell me what happened to you one night on 
the quays o f  the Seine and how you managed never to 
risk your life. You yourself utter the words that for 
years have never ceased echoing through my nights, 
and that I shall at last say through your mouth: ‘ 0  
young woman, throw yourself into the water again so 
that I may a second tim e have the chance o f  saving 
both  o f  us.’ ”

It is easy for us, in an indulgent age, to live unto 
ourselves and forget that around us lies a world o f  lost 
men. We dare not forget, however, that we are w it­
nesses to Christ if  we bear His name as Christians. Our 
witness will either lead men toward H im  or will repel 
them from  Him. W hen  we seek to do the com plete will 
o f  G od we will find, as did John Wesley, that if  G od  is 
seeking the lost, we can best see G od by looking at the 
objects toward which He is looking. T he greatest com ­
pliance with His will com es from  working together 
with Him. Wesley, as his life unfolded, becam e ab­
sorbed in the work o f  bringing Christ to his fellowmen. 
It was this type o f  involvem ent that W oodrow  W ilson 
referred to when he suggests that character is a b y ­
product and that we win the highest type o f  character 
not by deliberately seeking for it, but by losing our­
selves in noble tasks. T he greatest pathway to  personal 
Christian growth is found in our efforts to lead men 
into a knowledge o f  the grace o f  God.

We now are in the midst o f  great currents o f  chal­
lenge. M any m ovem ents around us are beckoning us to 
jo in  them  and involve ourselves with them. D em on­
strations to witness in protest or approval are quite the 
order o f  our day. T he man w ho is concerned with his 
Christian w itness has a w onderful opportun ity  to  
speak to his society. Our world needs the message o f  
new life in Christ. I f a man is in Christ he becom es a 
new creation. Old things have passed away. A ll things 
have becom e new. W ith such news to proclaim , I re­
main silent at the peril o f  my soul. I f I am  ordered to be 
a good witness, then I fall into the sin o f  disobedience 
as I lazily drift. How long has it been since you last won 
a soul to C hrist? How long has it been since you tried 
to lead a soul to  H im ? □

A SMALL MIRACLE

IT ’S A SM A L L  M IR A C L E ,” he said. C hoking back 
the tears, my wife and I nodded in agreement. 

“ Ninety percent or more o f  the urologists never look 
into the bladder when doing a kidney stone surgery. On 
a last minute impulse Dr. Johenning decided to do a 
cystoscopy. H e’s one o f  the best,”  the young doctor 
com m ented.

I met Dr. Paul Johenning six years ago. I had m oved 
to a new pastorate and a few days after arrival began to 
have som e serious pain and bleeding in the urinary 
tract. A  nurse in the congregation recom m ended Dr. 
Johenning to me. M y wife telephoned his office and the 
appointm ent was made. Following X  rays and other 
tests he pointed to the photocopies and told  me I had a 
kidney stone trapped in the ureter.

“ Surgery is the only way to remove it,” he stated 
frankly.

“ But,” I protested, “ I have recently m oved to this 
new congregation and I can ’t have surgery now.”

“ OK,” he argued, “ go home, but you ’ll be back in a 
few days.”

A few days later I entered the hospital, where I went 
through the routine exam inations and testings. T vo 
days later surgery for the removal o f  the kidney stone 
was performed. Eleven days afterward I was taken 
back to surgery for som e m inor corrective surgery. 
T venty days after my entrance in to Saint V incent 
C harity  H osp ita l, I was released and sent hom e. 
Progress was good and I returned to my norm al work 
within a few weeks with no lim itations.

On the m orning o f  Septem ber 15, 1982, the alarm

sounded, waking me from  sound sleep. I stood  to my 
feet and walked to the table where the c lock  was set­
ting. T hen  it happened. Pain. Severe pain, w hich buck­
led my knees. Slowly I stood  and walked to the family 
room  and sat down. In sem idarkness I bent forward, 
holding my side, while perspiration began to run down 
m y forehead. I knew what was happening. Another 
kidney stone was in the process o f  passing from  the 
kidney through the ureter. M y m ind whirled with ques­
tions. W hat now? A nother surgery? Hospitalization? 
How long? H ow serious will it be this tim e? W h o will I 
use for a doctor? D oubts began to flood  m y mind.

A short tim e later I was wheeled into the emergency 
room  o f  a nearby hospital. Tests and X  rays were per­
form ed. Finally they m oved me to the hospital room 
where I spent the next four days. “ I’m going to send 
you hom e and let you try to pass the stone,” the doctor 
remarked, as he wrote final instructions on my per­
sonal records. T he follow ing days were spent in misery 
and p a in .'

One m orning, a few weeks later, while sitting in the 
family room  o f  the parsonage, the H oly Spirit im­
pressed me to go to Cleveland, Ohio, and back to Dr. 
Johenning, my personal urologist. M uch prayer and 
fasting had been made by m any o f  the congregation for 
m y healing. Som e were praying for the stone to pass 
through the ureter, thus avoiding surgery. Others were 
praying and fasting for the stone to com pletely dis­
solve. Neither happened. A nd yet, on this particular 
m orning, I felt m uch im pressed that I should make 
im mediate plans to enter the hospital in Ohio. I spoke 
to my wife and explained what I felt I should do. She 
contacted the d octor ’s office  and made the plans for 
my hospitalization.
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I entered Saint V incent Charity H ospital on the 
morning o f  O ctober 19, 1982. Prelim inary tests were 
done that day and surgery was scheduled for the fo l­
lowing day in the early afternoon. As I waited I was 
filled with inward peace. T here were no doubts or hes­
itations on my part. I was con fiden t that the L ord  was 
working in my behalf, alt hough I did not yet know just 
how much. T he surgery was a com plete success. T he 
stone was rem oved with no com plications. It was in the 
last moments, I was told, that Dr. Johenning made the 
decision to do the cystoscopy. To his utter surprise he 
found a small stage-two tum or in the bladder. It was 
removed and sent to pathology for a report,

During a routine visit three days later he gave me the 
pathologist’s report. “ R everend,” he said, “ during your 
surgery I found a small tum or in the bladder. It was 
about three m illim eters in size. T he report from  the 
pathologist has com e back. T he tum or is a stage-two 
malignant tumor. T here was no damage to the bladder 
and it did not spread to any other area o f  your body. It

was con fined  to the bladder. You will only need co n ­
ven tion a l trea tm en t o f  a cy s to s co p y  every three 
m onths for the next year.”

My wife and I were moved to tears. G od had per­
form ed a miracle. He did not allow the stone to pass as 
the doctors had hoped. Neither did He dissolve the 
stone as many had prayed. T hrough the hands and 
m ind o f  a sensitive surgeon He had perform ed a mira­
cle.

As I sit here recovering from  the surgery I am filled 
with questions again. But in an entirely different way. 
W hat are G od ’s plans for me now? A m  I as thankful as 
I should be for the “ small m iracle” in my life? Can I 
transfer the miracle o f  healing in my life to others so 
that their personal faith in Jesus Christ will becom e 
greater?

I have not answered all these questions as o f  now. 
T im e will work in this matter. But o f  one thing I am 
certain— G od does not perform  a small miracle w ith ­
out having plans to do greater things in one ’s life. □

I R E M E M B E R  the deaconesses o f  days gone by. 
T hey had a significant role— m aking calls, m inis­

tering to the sick, taking food  and clothes and a testi­
m ony to the poor. Simplicity, dedication, and help­
fulness were their distinctives.

But times changed, and the deaconesses faded from  
view. Self-sufficiency, affluence, and “ the good life” 
came to the fore and the church ’s charitable ministries 
gradually becam e the job  o f  social workers and well- 
founded agencies. Until now.

Now another change is in the making. There is a 
reemergence o f  volunteer services and people caring 
for people. A nd the tim ing corresponds with the in­
creasing prom inence o f  roles for women.

One Nazarene lady saw in the deaconess program a 
way to use her talents in an exciting new ministry. 
Here are excerpts from  her story:

“ I am a college-educated registered nurse. A fter rais­
ing four children, being professionally active only on a 
part-tim e basis as a respite activity from  hom em aking, 
I felt the need o f  an intellectual and spiritual chal­
lenge. As a Christian, I feel G od has special plans for 
each segment o f  my life.

“ This need to move into a challenging area roughly 
paralleled the time o f  renewed focus on wom en and the 
use o f  their talents. I feel wom en not only have rights, 
they also have responsibilities.

“ 1 began asking myself, ‘W hat are the wom en o f 
today doing in the Church o f  the Nazarene? W hat can 
I do? ’

“ W hile these questions were daily in my m ind I took  
just one step at a time, but kept m oving. I went back to 
college on a part-tim e basis and com pleted  a degree in 
psychology. T hen  there were graduate level courses in 
counseling and an outstanding series o f  serm ons on

'Finding Your Gifts' by my pastor, Jim Tharp. My gift 
was clearly one o f  ‘helps.’ I felt I should officially chan ­
nel that gift through my church. T he M anual defin i­
tion o f  a consecrated deaconess fit exactly what my 
gift equipped me to do.

“As G od can be depended on to work out all details, 
the door for service opened just as I was ready to walk 
in.

“ For three and a half years I have been a part o f  a 
hospice team. A hospice m inisters to the dying and 
their families in physical, psychological, and spiritual 
areas. Our particular hospice serves only people for 
whom a cure is no longer a realistic hope and who wish 
to die in their own home.

“ W hen first visiting a dying patient and the fam ily I 
ask, 'Are you spiritually com fortable?’ From that ques­
tion my plan o f care is developed.

“ For a year I served both as hospice nurse and as 
chaplain. (M y credentials as consecrated deaconess 
qualified me for the position  o f  chaplain.)

“ I am frequently painfully aware that if G od ’s love is 
going to enter a hom e or a bedside I’m the only one 
prepared to bring it. Som etim es I can only bring that 
love through the touch o f  my hands or by quietly re­
m aining with them, sharing their agony. M any dying 
persons are not sure o f  their relationship to Christ but 
are painfully aware o f  their sins. It brings a special 
deep happiness to lead them (and som etim es their 
loved ones) to a sure knowledge o f  their salvation. 
M any Christians need assurance o f  their salvation and 
this is always a good time for a spiritual checkup.

“ I’m not the type o f  wom an I thought deaconesses 
were when, as a child, I would see the frail, quaint, 
always sm iling little wom en with their odd hats at a 
district assembly or cam p meeting.

“ I would like to see more Nazarene wom en look at 
their spiritual gifts, then look at the framework o f  our 
church and see where they would fit together. W omen, 
as well as men, are responsible for our official church. 
It’s time to return to accepting that responsibility, 
which was taken so seriously by the wom en in the early 
days o f  our church.”

This letter o f  M ae-Sallee (M iller) Beals to W ilbur 
Brannon, director o f  Pastoral M inistries, encourages 
us to hope that a new day is dawning for the deaconess. 
One hundred thirteen consecrated deaconesses are 
now on assembly rolls churchwide.

The consecrated deaconess receives a lifetim e cre­
dential; she is a m em ber o f  the D istrict Assem bly and 
reports to that body. A m inistering church can well 
afford to have the im pact o f  such volunteers on the 
scene for im portant social and spiritual ministries.

This is a new day o f  challenge to church women. 
Pastoral M inistries is responding with a review o f  the 
Course o f  Study for Deaconesses, with a view to up­
dating the curriculum to meet present-day needs. P as­
tors will no doubt be happy to assist wom en who are 
interested in getting enrolled in the program. Those 
interested may write D eaconess Course o f  Study, 6401 
The Paseo, Kansas City, MO 64131. □

T he giddy hours o f  “ spiritual 
nmers” give way to deepening contem plation , 
interestingly, w inters o f  the soul are also resistant. 
ke thing that especially gripped me when looking 
km the train was the stubborn hardness o f  the earth 
liinter. I would not have wanted to plow  one o f  those 
kids in February! O nce again I marveled at 1 lie fact 
It  those stubborn acres would soon lie filled with 
issoming hay, flowers, weeds, and trees. C ould it he? 
hid that crust actually surrender its obstinance?
The winters o f  the soul also are hard times, oth er­

wise they would not be winters. They can be difficult 
going— days o f  testing, hours upon hours o f  trial. The 
sickness seems to be progressing, the disease spread­
ing. The finances are becom ing m ore com plex. T he 
situation at work is worsening. T he unsaved ones in 
the household are becom ing increasingly indifferent. 
Face up to it: you are in the wintertim e o f  the heart.

Thankfully, winters o f  the soul are revolving. They 
are temporary. We are grateful to G od  for the four 
seasons o f  the year. We need the change, the rhythm. 
Som eone in Atlanta said with pride, “ I wish you could 
see this city in M ay!” I agreed, and so in my im ag­
ination I projected what those avenues, parks, residen­
tial sections, and historical sites would look  like in the 
spring. One thing for certain: I could  be assured that 
God would indeed perform  His m ajestic revolving o f 
the seasons from  winter to spring.

So it is with the winters o f  the soul. G od will see to 
it that winter passes, even the final winter o f  death. 
Here is the last word o f  the Father— springtime! We 
must continue to believe that the revolving is true. But 
in the meantime, there are valuable lessons to learn 
from  the winter.

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HOLD THE 
CARDIAC ARREST

HAVE YOU ever been on a diet, trying to shed a 
few unw anted pounds? L ike m any, m aybe 

you ’ve been on the roller coaster for several years. In 
November, 1978 ,1 discovered a superb plan that finally 
worked for me! It was som ething new on the market 
called liquid protein diet.

I can hear you now, and see you shaking your head. 
O f course you are right; that diet has been proven to be 
ineffective and harmful and was taken o ff the market.

This time I did the diet right— I was under d octor ’s 
supervision and had all the extensive b lood  testing and 
cardiac tests. A fter a week on the diet I was to check in 
again with the doctor, who expressed som e dismay a f­
ter reading my EKG. In fact, the doctor recom m ended 
I get o ff  the diet immediately. But why, I w ondered? 
This was the very first tim e I had been successful on a 
diet and I felt wonderful. W hat cou ld  possib ly  be 
wrong when I felt so well? T he reason, explained the 
doctor, was an irregular heart rhythm  I had developed.

That began a session o f  trouble for me. I have had 
this cardiac arrhythm ia since 1978 and have been tak ­
ing seven pills per day (at 35C per pill) in order to 
control it. In addition I have been in St. Joseph M ercy 
Hospital in Ann Arbor, M ich., University o f  M ichigan 
Hospital in Ann Arbor, and M cLaren  General H osp i­
tal in Flint, M ich. T hose instances were deep, dark 
valleys for me. I have had several periods o f  rhythn 
problem s that result in cardiac arrest. I have been liv­
ing with this for four years. T his condition  has been 
controlled by m edication; however, in early O ctober 
1981 it seemed once again to deteriorate. In fact, my 
cardiologist sent me for a consultation  to Beaum ont 
Hospital in Detroit, where they specialize in rhythn 
difficulties and perform  a new electrical study. I saw 
that doctor on O ctober 29, 1982; he was contem plating 
my case with my current cardiologist to find a tim e for 
me to check into BOaumont H ospital for the five-day 
testing in their controlled  laboratory, where the heart 
is m onitored for the entire five-day period. I was await­
ing their phone call to tell me when to check in.

ARLENE J. CHENOWETH is co-owner with her husband o f 
Chenoweth Construction Co.. Inc., and Chenoweth and Asso­
ciates Architects, Inc., and resides in Fenton, Michigan.

Then I attended a Ladies Retreat in N orthern M ich­
igan, where the speaker talked about her own healing 
o f  several years ago and challenged us to stretch our 
faith. I skipped the Saturday afternoon  session to meet 
my husband to go for a walk. We returned from  our 
walk late. I forgot the 2 p.m. m edication. T hen  at night 
we went out to dinner, returning at 11 p.m.

W hen I went to bed, I started to take my medication 
as usual. It dawned on me I had m isssed it by an hour. 
Just then I realized too  that I had forgotten  the 2 p.m. 
dose because o f  our walk. Im m ediately I felt tremen­
dous apprehension based on past experience. W hen I 
miss the norm al m edication  by an hour, my heart is 
always skipping beats. However, after taking the medi­
cation, it will calm  down an hour later. But, at 11:15 
p.m. I checked my pulse, knowing I would probably be 
in a stressful situation again o f  ventricular tachy­
cardia. It was beating every single beat! I cou ldn ’t be­
lieve it, and continued checking my pulse, wondering 
how that could  be. It was not skipping a single beat! I 
couldn ’t understand, because past perform ance told 
me to expect a stressful, em ergency cardiac condition!

Then the Lord sweetly rem inded me o f  that Satur­
day m orning service where, during our singing of “I 
Surrender All,” I had once again told  H im  I was check­
ing in and rem inding Him  that I loved H im  and that 
He still had control o f  my life no m atter what. Also I 
rem em bered the “ healing service” at the end o f the 
speaker’s talk, which for me personally was so low-key. 
But the realization o f  the possibility o f  an instanta­
neous healing cam e flooding over me. I was awed, over­
whelmed, ecstatic— and alm ost afraid to believe.

However, I went to bed that night determ ined not to 
give in to doubt and to sim ply believe that Jesus really 
had done the work. A fter all, His tim ing is always 
perfect! W h o cares that He had not chosen  to heal me 
during the previous four years? Jesus is the One who 
does the w ork— on His tim e schedule.

I woke up at least 20 tim es that night, touched my 
jugular vein, and each tim e the heart was not missing a 
single beat! I have not had a single pill since 6 a.m. on 
Saturday, Novem ber 7, 1981. To G od  be the glory!

LIpon my return hom e, I called my cardiologist and 
told him I desired another H olter M on itor (24-hour

EKG). I was hoping the nurse would schedule it and 
then I could discuss this with the doctor in person, but 
he got on the phone so I had to tell him  about it. 
Miraculously, he seem ed to understand, but wanted to 
follow through with the five-day hospitalized testing 
anyway. I said, “ Okay, do with me what you will, but I 
know I have been healed.”

The next day, B eaum ont H osp ita l’s card iolog ist 
called my home. He had been trying to reach my card i­
ologist to discuss m y case but could  not; thus, he called 
me at home. My husband answered; he said to my 
husband, “ H ow is your w ife?” M y husband said, “ Let 
me tell you about it.” T he doctor said, “ I do not think 
she is irresponsible for stopping the m edications, for I 
believe in a greater Power too.”  He went on to advise 
another H olter M onitor, but he felt we need not sched ­
ule the five-day electrical study at this time!

I received a card in the mail from  my sister in a 
couple o f  days. She said, “ R em em ber the verse you sent 
to me once? Read it now.” Here it is— that prom ise the 
Lord had given me m onths earlier:

For the Lord says, “ Because he loves me, I will 
rescue him; I will make him great because he 
trusts in my name. W hen  he calls on me I will 
answer; I will be with him  in trouble, and rescue 
him and honor him (Psalm 91:14-15, TLB).

To Him be glory forever! □

IT ’S G O D ’S T IM IN G ! As in Ezra’s day, G od has 
a special task He wants accom plished, and He is 

m oving on hearts.
Looking in retrospect at Nazarene Indian B ible C o l­

lege, we can see that G od  seeks a great spiritual revival 
am ong our Am erican Indian nations. As we were in tro­
duced at the Indian District A ssem bly this year, the 
congregation cheered. We were shocked until we real­
ized they were actually praising God, who is causing 
the church to look at a forgotten people. It is tim e to 
pay some attention to their needs and to assist them  in 
obtaining a fully accredited, accom plished educational 
system. As in Ezra’s day, those whose hearts are moved 
by God are assisting.

‘“ And the people o f  any place where survivors 
may now be living are to provide him  with silver 
and gold, with goods and livestock, and with free­
will offerings for the tem ple o f  G od in Jerusalem.’ ” 

Then the fam ily heads o f  Judah and Benjam in, 
and the priests and L ev ites— everyone w hose 
heart G od had m oved— prepared to go up and 
build the house o f  the Lord in Jerusalem. All their 
neighbors assisted them  with articles o f  silver and 
gold, with goods and livestock, and with valuable 
gifts, in addition  to all the freew ill offerings. 
Moreover, K ing Cyrus brought out the articles b e ­
longing to the tem ple o f  the Lord, which N ebu­
chadnezzar had carried away (Ezra 1:4-7, N IV ).

G od has moved m any hearts to see sim ilar things 
happen at the Nazarene Indian B ible College.

The Kansas District, with a heart as big as its state, 
has done much the way K ing Cyrus did.

First, a new tractor, a bucket for the front and a 
bushhog for the rear, was delivered to N IBC . W hat a

wonderful gift! G od knew that we could  not build the 
cam pus without it.

Next, a pickup from  the Kansas D istrict pulled up 
with a large steer to be butchered, providing beef for 
the students and staff o f  the college.

T hen , a tractor-trailer loaded with cloth in g  and 
shoes arrived, shared not on ly by the native Indians 
but by m any Cam bodian refugees.

Following that were the Youth W ork Teams, 81 in 
the first group. A  second group cam e from  Larned, 
Kans., and another will be com ing in early 1983 to 
build. Other districts are also giving assistance.

G od ’s second purpose for calling Ezra to Jerusalem 
was to revive the nation spiritually. As we follow  along 
in G od ’s W ord we see that a revival burst out all over 
the nation. Hebrews from  everywhere answered the 
call.

G od ’s third purpose for Ezra also applies to NIBC. 
He wanted to prom ote a holiness m ovem ent. We see 
that Ezra, with G od ’s help, accom plished G od ’s pur­
pose, and with G od ’s help we will see a great holiness 
movement am ong our Indian brothers. We are seeing it 
already.

Last year at N IB C  several tribes were represented. 
God is using them as am bassadors for His work.

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A CHILD ABUSED
AN A N O N YM O U S phone call 

sent police car 313 and me, 
in car 312, to a disturbance call. At 

the scene o f  the call we found a 
young w om an in a s e co n d -flo o r  
apartment sem iconscious from  an 
overdose o f  sleeping pills. It was a 
cold fall night, yet we found the 
woman's small child  sitting outside 
on a porch exposed to the cold. T he 
only thing the young m other could 
tell us was, “ Life is just so much 
garbage!" T h e  w om a n  re fu se d  
treatment and we cou ldn ’t do much 
with her or for her except to take 
the small, help less fou r-year-o ld  
child and place her with child  w el­
fare.

Child abuse is vast, involves a lot 
of ugly situation s, and includes 
people from all walks o f  life. In just 
the one police  d istrict I w orked, 
there were dozens o f  child  abuse 
cases reported every m onth. M ost 
cases took place in private hom es 
and were reported to the police on 
suspicion. T he police response is 
limited to the cooperation  o f  the 
adults involved.

The church has a trem endous 
opportunity to help stop and p re­
vent child abuse through the old- 
fashioned way o f  getting out and

knocking on doors and getting into 
homes.

Adults that abuse children need 
the touch o f  the M aster’s hand on 
their lives. Child abusers are up­
tight, irritated, frightened people 
who need inner peace, which com es 
from  the personal experien ce o f  
G od ’s saving grace.

L a u ra  w as an a b u se d  c h ild . 
W hen Laura had a child  o f  her own, 
she found that she had a low toler­
ance level, and the constant crying 
and needs o f  her child  irritated and 
angered her. Laura would respond 
to her ch ild  with abuses, hoping 
that fear would cause the child  to be 
silent. Laura hated her own irri­
tations and felt guilty about her 
meanness to the small, defenseless 
child, but cou ldn ’t control herself 
or her situation.

One day there was a knock on 
Laura’s door. Two wom en she had 
never seen before stated that they 
were from  the loca l church  and 
wanted her to know that G od loved 
her and had a plan for her life. 
Laura was o f  mixed em otions about 
what the ladies had to say, but their 
talk o f inner peace attracted her. 
Laura m entioned how her little one 
got on her nerves and drove her 
crazy. T he ladies assured her that 
with the touch o f  Jesus’ hand on 
her life, inner peace could replace 
the anger and guilt.

Laura received Jesus Christ as

Savior and was filled with the H oly 
Spirit. The peace and calm ness in 
her soul helped her see her small 
child in a different light. T he child 
was reprim anded  and pu n ish ed  
when she was disobedient, but now 
Laura was m otivated by love and 
not personal irritation.

B ehind the doors o f  many hom es 
around the church are adults abus­
ing children. Child abusers need to 
hear a knock on the door and learn 
about inner peace that will help 
them cease abusing their children. 
This is a better solution than say­
ing, “ Som eone ought to do som e­
thing about child abuse!” □

A  GREAT LAYMAN
M any o f our churches observe “ Laym en's Sunday” in 
March.
Thinking about that brought to m ind one o f  our great­
est laymen. Her name is M am ie Dillard. You’ve never 
heard o f  her0 Well, I d idn ’t say she was famous; I said 
she was great. Som e are fam ous in the church, because 
o f their offices and headlines, who aren’t truly great 
Christians.
Mamie Dillard is. She has given a lifetim e o f  service to 
C od and others. The integrity and fidelity o f  her life 
has inspired and encouraged many.

She worked hard, raising five sons and two daughters. 
They never had reason to question her love for them. 
She laughed, prayed, and wept with them , and when 
necessary she laid hands on them — and I’m not talking 
about ordination services. Theirs was a fun-loving 
household, where M am ie's nicknam e was “ P istol.”

She taught Sunday School for years; perhaps she still 
does. W hile I was her pastor she had the w om en’s Bible 
class. She called them her “ girls." Her influence over 
them was stronger than the pastor's by far, but never

exerted in ways that alienated them  from  the pastoi 
She is a pastor’s friend. Her "girls" never had prob 
lems, illnesses, or sorrows but what her tears fell am 
her prayers rose for them . She counseled , prayed 
and buoyed them up, giving unsparingly o f  her tina 
and heart.
M am ie lives simply. There isn't an ounce o f  pretenseii 
her. She is “ dead to the w orld” and “ alive unto God”in 
a most unselfconscious way. She doesn ’t have a steal 
o f pharisaism. She is a m odel o f  b iblical holiness, d 
humility, modesty, courage, faith, and love— above4  
love.
“ Pa” Dillard left for heaven a few years ago. Mamie is 
getting along in years, m oving toward the sunset. As 
long as she lives, this world will have a genuine saint to 
behold. W hen she dies the pull o f  heaven will he stron­
ger upon the hearts o f  fam ily and friends.

W hen she reads this she will cry, protesting her un­
worthiness. And she will mean it— that's part of he; 
greatness. "P istol," I love you. You’ve helped me so 
much!

WHY PRAY?
“ World Day o f Prayer” is upon us. On this or any other 
day, why pray?
Pray because Jesus Christ com m anded it. He said, 
“ Men ought always to pray and not to faint." Prayer is 
not without mystery. It defies analysis and under­
standing. This is no reason to dispense with prayer, 
however, for those who seek to live under the Lordship 
o f Christ. He tells us to pray and, therefore, we pray.

W hat Christ com m anded, He also m odeled. He prayed 
habitually and persistently. In prayer He com m uned 
with the Father, seeking guidance and strength for His 
daily life. He interceded for others— for the lost, for the 
errant, for His own disciples— and He expected His 
prayers to effect changes in their lives. Our L ord ’s d i­
rective and exam ple strip His followers o f  every excuse 
for neglecting prayer.
Pray because God answers prayer. “ Call upon me and I 
will answer you” is His unretracted prom ise to His 
people. Prayer is not a vain exercise, nor is its value

merely reflexive. G od answers prayer. We knock and 
He opens the door. H oly Scripture is replete with in­
stances o f  answered prayer. To read them  and to reflect 
upon them is faith-building. C hurch history teems 
with incidents o f  answered prayer. G od  has prover 
him self faithful over centuries o f  tim e to millionso: 
people.
Pray because we need prayer. W ithout prayer peopli 
are reduced to sophisticated animals. W hat final! 
separates man from  beast is not his opposable thumb 
not his power for self-reflection , not his use o f speed 
and languages, but his capacity for conscious persona 
com m union with God, his C reator and Redeemer.

Prayer does not guarantee character. A lexander I, cza: 
o f  Russia, had knees calloused from  prayer! But trui 
hum anity cannot exist apart from  prayer. We canno 
be fully human, m uch less truly Christian, unlesi 
prayer is a vital part o f  our lives.
“ Prav without ceasing.”
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Prayer does no t g u a ra n te e  characte r. A lexander I, 
czar of Russia, ha d  knees ca lloused  from  prayer! But 
true humanity c a n n o t exist a p a rt from  prayer. W e 
cannot be fully hum an, m uch less truly Christian, 
unless prayer is a v ita l p a rt o f our lives.

YOU C A N  MAKE IT
Lord Percy, credited with saving the B ritish expedition 
to Concord at the outbreak o f  the A m erican R evolu ­
tion, complained in the sum m er o f  1776, “ Our army is 
Dsmall that we cannot even afford a victory.”

That must have been how G ideon felt when the Lord 
ihittled down his army from  32,000 to 300 men. They 
were up against M idianites and Am alekites who were 
thick as locusts,” whose cam els were like “ sand on the 
seashore” for number. G ideon ’s troops prevailed, how- 
[ter, as the enemy “ ran and cried and fled.” T he little 
hand of warriors discovered that G od  with His people 
forms a majority.
At Calvary’s lonesom e outpost, the odds were even 
more radically unbalanced. One man was locked in 
aortal combat with the com bined  powers o f  sin, death, 
and hell. The first confused battle reports gave t he 
hctory to the forces o f  evil. T hree days later light was 
pouring from an em pty grave, and Jesus Christ was 
triumphant over all His foes.

Bow many is often less im portant than what kind.

W hich  side G od is on decides the issue. W ith Him, 
“ one may chase a thousand and two put ten thousand 
to flight.” G od doesn ’t count noses or weigh odds. He 
enters the fray on moral principles, not political expe­
diency. He unhesitatingly cham pions one or a few who 
are com m itted to His glory, though legions o f  man and 
devils be arrayed against them.

Because His presence tips the scale o f  victory, church 
and Christian are alike invincible. T he gates o f  hell 
cannot prevail against the church built upon the R ock, 
Christ Jesus. No man can pluck a believer in Christ 
from the grasp o f  the Father.

Our security and success are not in num bers but in 
God. Faith in G od can rout an army, fell a giant, move 
a m ountain, survive a depression, pay a mortgage, 
build a church— whatever! Faith can endure prison, 
torture, and death without collapsing.

Christian, you can make it! God is for you— who can be 
against you? □

DECISION
Aman has wronged me, and now I am com pelled, from 
lithin myself, to decide a course o f  action. I can love 
fcim with divine love, or I can hate him with human 
btred. I can either forgive him or avenge myself.

The one thing I cannot do is remain indifferent to the 
injury which he has inflicted, for that would deny my 
llfhood, and his.

IJpon me, I feel, is laid by Som eone a dem and that he 
It forgiven. Not a forgiveness glibly spoken, behind a 
mile that masks hatred, but real forgiveness— which 
leans to him a free forgiveness, because I bear the cost 
■yself of refusing to reduce my pain by sm iting him.

But if I so forgive, I must open my heart to receive 
ivine love. Natural resources for this deed I do not

have. Only as G od loves me can I love him. Only as God 
forgives me can I forgive him. In being loved, I can love. 
In being pardoned, I can pardon.

Does he know, this furious, grim acing enemy, the ag­
ony o f decision to which he forces m e— an anguish 
greater than the pain from  his blow? Is he aware o f  the 
profound abasement to which I am now subjected— 
this crucifying m om ent which breaks the iron o f  my 
will upon the steel o f  G od ’s holy love? This is where he 
has driven me with one savage hurt! W hat I am decid­
ing is my whole existence before God. To do nothing is 
to be noth ing— and I must be— be truly human by an 
imperative act o f  forgiveness, or be utterly dem onic by 
a traded evil.

So don’t decide a person has to 
have a physical scar to have suf­
fered in a war. Emotional scars can 
be ju s t as dam aging  and long- 
lasting as physical scars.

I also believe the lucky ones died 
in Viet Nam.

PIONEER EDUCATOR DEAN MUNRO
Bertha M unro, a founding m em ber o f  the faculty 

and first dean o f  Eastern Nazarene College, died Jan­
uary 19 in W ollaston, Mass., at age 95.

The body o f  Dean M unro lay in state in the W ol­
laston Church o f  the Nazarene Friday and Saturday 
evenings, accom panied by an honor guard o f  faculty 
who were form er students and colleagues o f  M iss 
Munro.

Funeral services were held in the W ollaston church 
on Sunday, January 23, conducted  by Dr. Stephen 
Nease, president o f  Eastern Nazarene College. Rev. 
Russell M etcalfe, pastor o f  the W ollaston church, 
read the scripture. General Superintendent Emeritus 
and fifth President o f  Eastern Nazarene College, 
Samuel Young, prayed and gave a tribute to Dean 
Munro. Other tributes were given by Pastor M etcalfe; 
President Em eritus Edward S. M ann; chairm an o f 
the Board o f  Trustees, R oy Carnahan; and A cadem ic 
Dean Donald L. Young. Dr. Harvey Blaney, chairm an 
of the Departm ent o f  Religion  at ENC, gave the bene­
diction.

A native o f  C liftondale, Mass., M iss M unro was 
educated in the public schools o f  Saugus and gradu­
ated from B oston  University in 1907 as class valedic­
torian with a m ajor in languages. For three years she 
taught foreign languages in the high schools o f  M id- 
dleboro and Needham, Mass. From 1910 to 1915, she 
taught at the P entecosta l C ollegiate Institute o f  
North Scituate, R.I.

In 1916, P rofessor M unro took  the M.A. degree in 
English from  R adcliffe  C ollege and subsequently 
joined the English faculty o f  Taylor University in 
Upland, Ind., where she taught for three years.

In Septem ber o f  1919, P rofessor M unro becam e a 
founding fa cu lty  m em ber at the new lv  op en ed  
Eastern Nazarene College in W ollaston, M ass. Dr. 
FVed J. Shields, first president o f  the college during 
that opening year, appointed Professor M unro as his 
administrative assistant. E N C ’s second president, Dr.

Floyd W. Nease, appointed Professor M unro as dean 
o f the college.

Dean M unro served concurrently as professor o f 
English and dean until she resigned her adm inis­
trative post in 1957. She continued teaching full time 
into the 1960s, and then part time until her retire­
ment in 1968 during the presidency o f  Dr. Edward S. 
Mann.

W hen asked to summarize som e o f  the ch ief spiri­
tual insights that make up what is known on cam pus 
as "T h e M unro D octrine,” M iss M unro gave five 
phrases that epitom ize her thought.”

“Truth cannot contradict truth."
“God will not waste a consecrated life."
“Persons are more im portant than things.”
“Not somehow, but triumphantly."
“The listening heart."

In her autobiography, Dean M unro said, “ From 
1919 on, the story o f  my life is in one sense the story 
o f  Eastern Nazarene College.” E xcept for a year’s 
leave o f  absence for doctoral studies at Harvard in her 
first decade o f  teaching, Dean M unro was fully in ­
volved in establishing this young college founded by 
the Church o f  the Nazarene in W ollaston. Since her 
retirement in 1968, including recent years o f  de­
clining health, Dean M unro m aintained a close inter­
est in the life and work o f  the college.

Bertha M unro was the author o f  num erous articles 
in the Herald o f Holiness, the Christian Scholar, and 
other periodicals, as well as several poem s. Her book - 
length publications include five books published by 
Nazarene Publishing House: Truth for Today (1947), 
The Pilgrim's Road M ap  (1950), N ot Som ehow but 
Triumphantly (1950), Strength for Today (1954), and 
The Years Teach (1970).

President Stephen W. Nease said o f  her, “ No other 
individual has shaped the academ ic and spiritual ph i­
losophy o f  Eastern Nazarene College more than Dean 
Bertha M unro. She epitom ized Christian scholarship 
in her teaching and administrative work.” □

T h ese in cluded  the devel­
opment o f  a Wesleyan philosophy of 
education, formal establishment of a 
denominationally sponsored Christian 
sch o o ls  o rg a n iz a tio n , pre lim in a ry  
plans for a 1985 General Convention of 
Christian Schools (to be held in con­
junction with the General Assembly), 
and several support projects.

The committee members are drawn 
from various areas o f leadership. Mr. 
Dwight Collins, Dr. Roy Schanaker, 
and Mrs. Shegay Vanderpool are local 
school administrators. Rev. Leo Stein- 
inger and Mrs. Rose Marie Oliphant 
represent preschool ministries. Dr. Be­
ryl Dillm an and Dr. R obert Norton 
speak on behalf o f Nazarene higher ed­
ucation. Dr. Robert Scott, Southern 
California district superintendent, rep­
resents district leaders. Headquarters 
support personnel include Rev. Phil 
R ilev, C h rist ia n  L ife  and Sunday 
School Division director; Mrs. Miriam 
Hall, Children ’s M inistries director; 
and Rev. Tim  W hite, general director 
o f Christian Schools.

In sum m ing up the co m m itte e ’s 
work, Mr. W hite stated, “ This meeting 
gives us a set o f  objectives that is both 
com prehensive and practical. They 
emphasize our aggressive commitment 
to high academic quality in an environ­
ment that prom otes Christian holi­
ness.” □

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WATER VAPOR IDENTIFIED AS CAUSE OF DEAD SEA SCROLLS’ DE­
TERIORATION. A team of Israeli scientists have discovered that wate' 
vapor is the main element causing the deterioration of the Dead Sea 
Scrolls, the oldest known existing biblical texts. The Scrolls were discov­
ered in the caves of Qumran, in the Judean Desert, in 1947. Even at that 
time, they were in extremely bad condition, and archaeologists experi­
enced great difficulties in opening them so they could be read.

A team of scientists from the Weizmann Institute of Science in Red- 
ovoth have been studying the scrolls for years and recently have devel­
oped conclusive evidence that the destruction was caused by water vapor 
which altered the collagen in the scrolls' fibers. Water vapor almost cer­
tainly began penetrating the scrolls before they were packed away into 
sealed jars about 2.000 years ago. Among the scrolls is the oldest known 
manuscript of the Book of Isaiah. Also important among these writings is 
the Manual of Discipline which opened speculation among scholars con­
cerned with possible relations between the Jewish sect of Essenes and 
early Christians. l

115-YEAR-OLD TRANSLATOR CITED BY ZAMBIAN PRESIDENT. Mr.
Donald Siwale, believed to be the world's oldest Bible translator, was 
recently commended by the president of Zambia for his part in translating 
the Bible into Ichinamwanga.

Mr. Siwale, living proof at a reported 115 years that age does not 
wither nor custom stale, took part in a service of thanksgiving in Zambia's 
Mwenzo Mission for the first Bible in that African language, of which he 
was one of the translators.

Guest of honor at the dedication was Zambian president Dr. Kenneth 
Kaunda. Mr. Siwale presented him with the first copy. As he handed the 
Bible to the chief of state Mr. Siwale remarked, with a directness only his 
years allow, “It is my sincere belief this book will help you in the leadership 
of this country if you will read it, and not keep it as a decoration on the 
State House bookshelves.''

Ichinamwanga is one of the Bantu group of languages. It is spoken by 
150,000 tribal people in northeastern Zambia, who have had a New Testa­
ment since the 1930s. This is the first time they have had an entire Bible.

□
GROUP SAYS CABLE TV CONTRIBUTING MORE VIOLENCE. Home 
Box Office, Showtime, and The Movie Channel have extremely high rates 
of violence according to a recent monitoring report from the National 
Coalition on Television Violence. The monitoring of two months of summer 
and fall prime-time programming on each of the three leading home pay- 
cable movie channels found an average of 22 acts of physical violence per 
hour NCTV reports that this is 300 percent more violent than network 
television during those months and 1400 percent more violent than PBS, 
Canadian, or German television monitored by NCTV.

NCTV notes that 30-35 percent (Arbitron vs. Neilsen estimates) of 
American homes now have cable with the percentage growing rapidly. 
Forty percent of these are reported to subscribe to at least one pay cable 
movie channel. The average family subscribing to HBO watches HBO 
about as much as they do one of the three major networks, about 6 hours 
per person per week. According to Dr. Thomas Radecki, NCTV chairman, 
and psychiatric director for the Champaign County Mental Health Center 
in Champaign, III., the typical family subscribing to one of these channels 
immediately increases the amount of violence coming into their home by 
50 percent.

In an interview, Dr. Radecki said, “Pay cable movie violence is the 
most dangerous trend towards the increasing use of entertainment vio­
lence in America today. Already 25 million Americans are receiving these 
channels into their homes. Three times as many movies are watched on 
pay cable as are seen in movie theaters. With the overwhelming evidence 
of major increases in violence from violent TV and movies, this trend 
promises a further increase in the epidemic of violence gripping our coun­
try for the last 25 years."

Would C hrist’s death be in vain if it fe ll short of 
its objective? I refer to two passages which 
seem to state that objective: “ For God sent not 
his Son into the world to  condemn the world; 
but that the world through him m ight be saved” 
(John 3:17), and “ The Father sent the Son to be 
the Saviour of the w orld”  (1 John 4:14).

Christ’s death has for its objective the salvation 
o f all who believe in Him. In establishing the o b ­
jective o f Christ’s death, we must not overlook 
the context o f the verses you cite. John 3:15, 16, 
and 18, which enclose verse 17, all speak o f be­
lieving on Christ as necessary to salvation. The 
alternative to such faith is “ condemnation.” John 
3:36 is as vital to our understanding o f  G od’s pur­
pose in Christ’s death as John 3:17. 1 John, from 
which your second reference is taken, also makes 
it abundantly clear that eternal life is G od’s gift 
for those only who believe on the Son (3:23; 
5:11-12).
Christ’s death is in vain “ if righteousness come 
by the law” (Galatians 2:21), and the gospel truth 
that righteousness is by grace can be received in 
vain (2 Corinthians 6:1). But if some persist in 
unbelief and are lost forever, that does not render 
vain the death o f Christ. His death achieves what 
God intends, the salvation o f  believers. □

How do you reconcile Jacob’s statem ent 
recorded in Genesis 32:30, “ I have seen God 
face to face,” with John’s statem ent recorded in 
John 1:18, “ No man hath seen God at any 
tim e”?

I think John’s statement must be viewed in the 
light o f G od’s words about himself in Exodus 
33:20 and what Paul says about Him in 1 T im ­
othy 6:16. No man has seen, or can see, God in 
His essential being. The full glory o f  the Creator 
is an unapproachable light to the creature. To re­
veal himself God must also veil himself, and the 
veiling is our opportunity for seeing. Jacob’s 
statement comes after he has wrestled with “a

man,” who is somehow more than man. He saw 
God face-to-face as God revealed himself in this 
mysterious “other.” John’s statement teaches that 
(1) man is incapable o f  beholding God’s full glory, 
but (2) Jesus Christ, as God’s Son, reveals that 
glory in the fullest measure man can perceive.
The reflection is limited but not distorted in the 
incarnate Son. □

Many m inisters and groups are asking for 
funds. How much should we feel obligated to 
do outside our own organization? How can we 
learn if funds are being used fo r the purposes 
for which they were raised?

Our first obligation is to support with our tithes 
and offerings the work o f our own church. W hat 
we do for outside agencies should be determined 
by the guidance o f  the Spirit, the importance o f 
their work, and the measure o f  our resources.
Any organization asking for funds from the pub­
lic should be willing to supply, upon request, fi­
nancial accounts showing how those funds are be­
ing spent. A good rule to follow— don ’t open your 
pocketbook to those who won’t open their record 
books. □

In reading Genesis lately, I came across a verse 
that I never noticed before: 9:5. I quote the part 
that intrigues me— “ I w ill demand an accounting 
from every animal.”
I wonder what you think this m ight mean. I’ve 
never thought that animals would have to give 
account fo r their actions, such as people will 
have to do. Will they answer after their exis­
tence here, or does this mean only while on this 
earth? A guy’s imagination could really run wild 
w ith this verse, couldn’t it?

The words you ask about do not refer to a post­
mortem judgment for animals. I think the mean­
ing o f  these words is borne out well in Exodus 
21:28, where Mosaic legislation required that an 
ox which had gored a man or woman to death 
had to be destroyed. The whole intention o f  these 
two references is to emphasize the sanctity o f  hu­
man life, which neither man nor beast could take 
with impunity. □

Fie has 
translated an d /or  edited num erous 
works of theology, including the three 
commentaries printed in Spanish by 
Nazarene Publishing House: People's 
Commentary (2 v o lu m e s ) ,  Ad a m  
Clarke's Commentary (.'1 volumes), and 
the unabridged Spanish edition o f Bea­
con Bible Commentary (10 volumes).

Dr. Franco has authored two books. 
Evangelism), un Concepto en Revolu- 
cion, 1970; and The Challenge of the 
Other Americans, 1973, as well as a co l­
lection of bilingual poems.

Other areas o f ministry include in­
structor of Urban Ministries at N TS 
from 1977 to the present, first director 
of the Nazarene Theological Seminary 
Program of Graduate Studies in M ex­
ico, 1978-82, evangelistic ministry in 
various countries, city-wide meetings, 
and speaker on two tours with the Naz­
arene Evangelistic Ambassadors.

The M onterrey C entral C hurch,

which does not have a congregation, is 
a pioneer project. The plan is designed 
to meet a need in many Latin Am eri­
can cities: to offer the gospel to a grow­
ing segment o f the population with lit­
tle significant contact with any church. 
A large sanctuary has been built in 
Monterrey, which will also be used for 
district gatherings.

Dr. Dudnev states that “Dr. Franco 
will continue as editor o f the Beacon 
Bible Commentary, and will continue 
making a contribution to the devel­
opment o f  Spanish literature through 
Publication Services.”

Rev. and Mrs. Franco have four chil­
dren. His wife, Esther Salcedo Franco, 
a daughter o f a Nazarene pioneer pas­
tor in the Southwest, is an adminis­
trator in the school district o f Kansas 
City, □

UNITED STATES AT 
COMMISSION ON SOLAR 
ENERGY MEASUREMENTS

Chester V. Wells, a Nazarene layman 
from the Colorado District, and an em ­
ployee of the Solar Energy Research 
Institute in Golden, Colo., represented 
the United States in an international 
meeting on Solar Energy M easure­

NAZARENE LEADERS 
REPRESENT CHURCH AT 
NRB CONVENTION

Mr. Paul Skiles, director o f  Media 
Services; Mr. Ray Hendrix, director o f 
International Broadcasting; and Rev. 
Juan Vasquez Pla, regional director o f 
Communications for Latin Am erica, 
were official delegates at the 40th Na­
tional Convention o f Religious Broad­
casters, January 30— February 2, in 
Washington, D.C.

The purpose o f  the convention is to 
share information and new ideas in ra­
dio and television, and to develop new 
strategies for reaching the world with 
the gospel message. M any o f the out­
standing names in religious b roa d ­
casting were present.

The highlight o f the convention was 
the personal appearance o f  President 
Ronald Reagan. In a speech delivered

before the convention, the president 
claimed that the nation is "hungry for 
a spiritual revival.”

Mr. Reagan placed special emphasis 
on the im portan ce  o f  reading and 
studying the Bible. He said, “ Now I re­
alize it is fashionable, in some circles, 
to believe that no one in government 
should encourage others to read the B i­
ble. That, we’re told, will violate the 
constitutional separation o f  church 
and state established by the founding 
fathers in the First Amendment.” But 
Mr. Reagan continued, "It is my firm 
belief that the enduring values present­
ed in its pages have great meaning for 
each o f us and our nation.”

A m ong other N azarenes who a t­
tended the convention was Rev. H. O. 
Espinoza, former superintendent on 
the Central Latin American District. 
Although not an official representative 
o f  the church, Rev. Espinoza served as 
chairman o f the NRB National His­
panic Steering Com m ittee, and was 
also elected as a new member o f  the 
Board o f Directors o f  the NRB.

The Church o f the Nazarene, as one 
o f  the founding organizations o f  the 
NRB, has played a vital role in its di­
rection and ministry. Mr. Paul Skiles 
has added N azarene in flu ence and 
voice by serving on the Board o f  D irec­
tors for eight years and will continue in 
that position this com ing year. □

By special proclamation o f the Presi­
dent o f the United States, this year has 
been designated the "Year o f  the B i­
ble." That theme, suggested by Dr. Bill 
Bright of Campus Crusade for Christ, 
was endorsed by 42 national religious 
leaders, who were chosen as a com m it­
tee to study and suggest ways in which 
the theme could be implemented dur­
ing this year at the national level. Dr. 
Eugene L. Stowe, general superinten­
dent in the Church o f  the Nazarene, is 
one o f the leaders named to that com ­
mittee.

President Ronald Reagan, in making 
the announcem ent at the National 
Prayer Breakfast, February 3, made 
reference to his own mother’s Bible. He 
said that in looking through her Bible 
recently, he discovered the reference, 2 
Chronicles 7:14, written in the margin. 
That verse spoke to the president o f 
the nation’s need to worship God and 
place more emphasis on the study of 
God’s Word. □
