In the year just  passed in to  the 
record, foundations for two new 
churches in  Alaska have been laid.
In a new and  rap idly developing sec­
tion of Anchorage a fine tract of 
land was given by a friend. There ,  
in spite of reverses caused by a to r­
nado which f la ttened the partially 
raised bu i ld ing  once and  a w in ter  in 
which 130 inches of snow fell in A n ­
chorage, Pastor Korody and  his peo­
ple have a new bu i ld ing  nearing 
completion. T hey  have worked 011 
it without heat when the mercury 
stood at 2-1° below zero. A t times 
the fingers of the workm en were 
bleeding because nails were so cold 
they clung to their fingers, and  when 
pulled loose they took the skin with 
them.

O 11 Sunday night, April  22, we organized the 
Minnesota Avenue C hurch  of the Nazarcne at the 
altar of the m other  church. T e n  choice adults 
identified themselves w ith  the new society. It  is 
expected tha t  they will worship with the paren t  
congregation un til  the ir  new pastor arrives about 
July 1. By that time the new church bu ild ing  will 
be ready for occupancy. It  is p redicted  the m em ­
bership will reach twenty and  the Sunday school 
at least thirty  by tha t  date.

The  pastor appo in ted  is Rev. A rden Sickenberg- 
er, who this year graduates from Bethany Naza- 
rene College. He was converted u n d e r  the m in ­
istry of Rev. Korody in Anchorage. Both pastor 
and people are eager for the opening of the new 
church.

Upon consum m ation of the organization of the 
church, Rev. Lewis Hudgins, pastor a t  Nome for 
the past ten years, asked for the privilege of giving 
a S3.00 offering to the new church. His generous 
proposal resulted in the spontaneous giving of 
$135.00 to the treasury of the in fan t  church. T h e  
members will continue to add thereto  by their 
regular tithes and  offerings.

For this auspicious beginning of the M inne­
sota Avenue Church we are deeply grateful to the

pastor and  people of the T h ir teen th  Avenue 
C hurch  of Anchorage. T hey  have worked hard, 
given liberally, and  manifested a m agnanimous 
spirit.  C od  will continue to bless their labors 
with revivals and  growth, w ithou t  a doubt.

T h e  o ther new outpost established this year is 
at Sitka, in southeast Alaska. It is the old R u s­
sian capital of the territory. T h e  popula tion  of 
the town is probably abou t two thousand. T his  
is increased, however, by the Governm ent School 
lor Natives at Alt. Edgecumbe, just across a n a r ­
row channel; also by students at the Sheldon 
Jackson Junior College, a Presbyterian school lo­
cated in Sitka. O ur  entrance into this location 
was encouraged by Mr. and  Mrs. Charles Owens, 
Nazarenes, who are now associated with the Gov­
ern m en t  School at Mt. Edgecumbe, and  also by 
the fact that a large pu lp  mill is to be built  at 
Sitka soon. It is expected to bring three hund red  
families to the area in the next few months.

Last June Rev. and  Mrs. S. T ru e m a n  Shelton 
accepted appo in tm en t  to pioneer this work. They 
have made a fine beginning. T h e  com munity has 
received them  with amazing cordiality. T hey  have 
been honored by election to several posts of re­
sponsibility. We should have a great and  growing 
church in Sitka in the near future.

T h e  C hurch of the Nazarene has gained a 
strong beachhead in Alaska. We now have eight 
organized churches and  one mission. T hey  have 
333 members. Sunday-school enrollm en t totals 
1,062 with an  average attendance of 649. These 
Alaska Nazarenes know how to give their money. 
Last year they con tribu ted  $100,000.00 for all p u r ­
poses, which is $300.00 per capita. T hey  gave over 
S9.000.00 to General Budget.

At the assembly Rev. Bert Daniels was installed 
as district superin tendent of Alaska. He was re­
ceived with the enthusiasm characteristic of Alaska 
Nazarenes. G od blessed his preaching with altars 
filled with seekers. He will serve as superin ten­
dent of both  Canada Pacific and Alaska districts 
by appo in tm en t  of the Board of General Super­
intendents. Prayer for his success in this great 
undertak ing  is requested.

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"There's No Place Like HOME”

“It  takes a heap o' l iv in’ in a house t' make it 
hom e,” said Edgar Guest, the great poet, and  it 
surely does.

“H om e is the laugh of the baby, the song of a 
mother, the strength of a father, w arm th  of loving 
hearts, light from happy eyes, kindness, loyalty, 
comradeship. H om e is the first school and  first 
church of the young. Here they learn what is right, 
what is good and  what is kind. H om e is where 
they go for comfort when they are h u r t  or sick; 
where joy is shared and  sorrow eased; where fathers 
and  mothers are respected and  loved; where chil­
d ren  are wanted; where money is no t  so im portan t  
as loving kindness; where even the teakettle sings 
for happiness. T h a t  is hom e—God bless i t!”

H om e is the cornerstone of the nation, the basis 
of American democracy, and  it is a divine insti tu ­
tion. I t  began in the G arden of Eden, was adorned 
and  blessed by Christ at Cana of Galilee, and  was 
sanctified in  the hum ble  hom e in Nazareth. I t  is 
a holy estate for the perpetu ity  of the race, the 
well-being of m ankind , and  the happiness of so­
ciety. It  preserves the integrity of tlie individual, 
is a m ajor defense against totalitarianism, replaces 
slums, makes better citizens, and, when G od­
fearing, makes an incalculable contr ibu tion  to the 
betterm ent of m ankind , the Church  of God, 
Christian education, the far-flung missionary en te r­
prise, and  the total elevation of the race.

But there is a vast difference between a house 
and  a home; one may be like a refrigerator and  
the o ther a sun parlor. A house may be frigid, cold, 
w ithout affection; bu t  a true home is sunny, happy, 
blessed.

A stranger, passing th rough  a small town, asked 
a lad at play, “Sonny, is your hom e in this town?” 
Looking up  with a smile, the little fellow replied: 
“Sure, our  home is in this town. We a in ’t got no 
house yet. D ad ’s b u i ld in ’ one.” H om e was in the 
very heart  of this laddie.

Burdens borne w ith  love are never heavy.

Kindness, love, fellowship, consideration lor o th ­
ers of the family, u t te r  unselfishness, and  co­
operation  are virtues of hom e life. One evening 
a four-year-old boy bum ped  in to  the table, knock­
ing off the valuable lam p and  breaking it to pieces. 
H e was speechless, afraid, and  sorry, abou t  to burst 
in to  tears. M other came from the k itchen and  said, 
“I t ’s all right, dear; it was only an accident.” She 
picked up  the many pieces, p lan ted  a tender, under­
standing kiss on  the chubby cheek, and  re turned 
to her work. Daddy was reading the newspaper— 
he had  observed it all. In  a fen- m om ents little 
Davey spoke. W ith  a look of worship in his eyes 
he was watching his m o ther  set the table. “You 
know something, Daddy?” he said. “ W e’re both  in 
love with the same wom an!”

No, this is no t  a plea lor softness, lack of proper 
discipline, and  general laxity in hom e government, 
bu t  for understanding , love, and  patience in the 
hom e circle. H ow  wonderful is a hom e without 
confusion, quarreling , dow nright  meanness, and 
feelings of ha te  and  bitterness—a hom e where 
Christ abides!

John H ow ard  Payne is honored  today because 
he honored  the home, though he himself was with­
out a hom e to call his own. O n  A pril  10, 1852, this 
American citizen died in Tun is ,  N orth  Africa. He 
was laid to rest on foreign soil. Thir ty -one  years 
later an American battleship  b rough t  him to his 
homeland. As the vessel drew near the shore, bands 
played, guns thundered ,  and  flags h u n g  at half- 
mast to extend to h im  the great welcome home. 
A special tra in  bore his remains to ’Washington, 
D.C., the n a t io n ’s capital. T h e  president of the 
U nited  States, his Cabinet, members of Congress, 
officers of the army and  navy, and  o ther celebri­
ties, uncovered the ir  heads as the funeral train 
passed along Pennsylvania Avenue. T h e  rich and 
poor, the educated  and  unlettered , people of all 
ranks and  stations, were there to honor his home­
coming.

W h o  was this man? What had  lie done? Fought 
a great battle? Engineered a great feat? Produced 
a marvelous invention for m ankind? N one of these. 
H e  had  w ritten  a song and  a tune that are en­
shrined in the hearts of men. T h e  haun tin g  lines 
read­

me it ever so h u m bl e .

One ol the most distinct memories 1 have ol m\ 
sainted la ther is the mental picture of him sitting, 
after a long dav of hard  work, reading the Bible.

T h e  W ord  led him 
to lead others.

“Take T im e  to lie H o ly” was his favorite hymn 
and oft-repeated adm onition  to the young.

living', but he trusted the l>ible’s teachings and  in-O’ Ovested his life accordingly. T oday  that investment 
is bearing dividends.

set vic e in the ministry, and  the un to ld  num bers 
who benefited from his own ministry and witness.

T h e  Bible was good, not only for him to live by, 
bu t  also to die by. In the last clays before his de­
parture  for that “better land” he still loved to pass 
on his favorite scriptures to those who would listen. 
As he shared them he based on them all his hope 
for this world and the next, as he would say:

“ ‘Blessed is the man that walketh not in the 
counsel ol the ungodly, nor standeth in the way 
ol sinners, nor sitteth in the seat of the scornful. 
But his delight is in the law of the Lord; and  in 
his law cloth he meditate day and night. A nd he 
shall be like a tree p lan ted  b\ the rivers of water, 
that bringeth  forth his Iruit in his season; his leaf 
also shall not wither; and whatsoever he doeth 
shall prosper. . . .

God said of A braham , “ I know him, that he 
will command his children . . . a lter h im .” T he  
two outstanding words in this verse are the words 
“command” and  “a lter .” T h e  word “com mand" 
stands for authority , and  the word “after" for ex­
ample. Home authori ty  and  home example go 
together. Home authori ty  does not count for muchO /unless it is followed by hom e example; and  home 
example, to make it what it should be, must be 
preceded by home authority.

Children who have a father like A braham  are 
fortunate indeed not only to be taught what is 
wrong by precept, bu t  also to be taught by ex­
ample. A good example has twice the value ol 
good advice. Some fathers teach their children

that  which is right or wrong by precept and  then 
knock it all down by their examples. A father 
teaches his bo vs thev must not smoke, and when 
he finds them smoking gives them a w h ip p in g -  
after he taught them to do it. No, he did not 
teach them by precept, but by example. We teach 
far more effectively by example than we do by 
precept.

" T ra in  up a child in the way he should go”— 
and the best way to do that is for you fathers to 
go that way yourselves. You can 't  expect your boy 
to pray if you cuss, to tell the tru th  if you lie, to 
stay sober if you get drunk, to go toward heaven 
if you go toward hell.

You ask me what is the gieatest menace to the 
boyhood of this nation. I will not tell you it is 
the gambling dens and  booze joints. I tell you 
it is the scarcity of real fathers. God said to Noah, 
not  to Mrs. Noal i ,  “Gome thou and all thy house 
in to  the ark"; and in poin ting  to the father, there 
the responsibility remains tha t  he should lead the 
way into the Kingdom and the Church.

Father, what that boy of yours will be in the 
everlasting fu ture  depends more on you than  on 
anyone e lse. God pity the m other who can't say
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to her son: “Son, be like your father.” I t  would 
break my heart  for my wife to have to go outside 
of he r  own hom e to f ind a m odel for my son.

T o  be the right  k ind  of fa ther you m ust be 
a Christian father. H a d  some fathers I know 
chosen Christ and  led the way in to  the C hurch 
while their children were in  their imitative and  
formative years, tha t  son m ight no t  today be stag­
gering his way out  of the back door of a saloon,

and  tha t  sixteen-year-old daugh te r  m ight no t  be 
on the road to a life of shame.

T h e  Bible emphasizes the fa ther’s responsibility 
in the salvation of the souls of his children. No 
fa ther can get rid  of the fact tha t  he is the head  
of the home. T o  be a fa ther of ch ild ren  brings 
a responsibility far  greater th an  words can tell. I t  
is the duty  of every father to say w ith  one of o ld— 
“As for me and  my house, we will serve the L ord . '’

Studies  in the  
Epist le  to the Colossians XVIII. The Christian Home

I t  is a significant fact tha t  St. Paul deals with 
the Christian hom e specially only in  the letteis 
to the Asian churches. Bishop M oule calls a t­
tention  to the suggestion tha t  in the social t rad i­
tions of Asia a certain prominence was a ttached 
to the family idea, and  tha t  this furnished the 
incentive to outline more fully the n a tu re  of the 
Christian home. T h e  last eight verses of this chap­
ter he calls “Holiness at H om e.” Perhaps the home 
life furnished the greatest test of holy living, and  
for this reason it has been called “ the masterpiece 
of the applied  gospel.”

Wives,  s u b m i t  yourselves u n to  yo ur  ow n  hus ­
bands,  as it is f i t  in the L o r d  (3:18). T h e  instruc­
tion to wives found  here and  in  Ephesians is to 
be carried ou t  in the spirit  of Eph. 5:21, where 
the word “subm itt ing” is a participle in the m iddle 
voice, thus leaving the individual autonom ous and  
responsible. So also the wife is to subm it herself— 
the initiative, the autonomy, and  the practice be­
ing her own and  of ethical value. Bishop Moule 
translates this verse, “Wives, be loyal to your own 
husbands,” and  calls a t ten t ion  to an  idea of sub­
mission here which is different from service, and  
yet a recognition of G od-appointed leadership. 
T h a t  husbands and  wives are equals as partners in 
the marriage relation is unquestioned; b u t  m ar­
riage is an  insti tu tion, and  as such dem ands a 
designated head. T h is  head is the husband; and  
it is f i tt ing in  the Lord  tha t  the wife be loyal to 
her husband  as the C hurch is loyal to Christ.

Hus ban ds ,  love you r  wives,  a nd  be no t  bi t ter  
against t he m  (3:19). As the pa t te rn  for the w'ife 
is submission and  loyalty to her husband, so the 
pa t te rn  for the husband  is the sacrificial love which 
makes the wife the supreme object of his care. It  
is in  this sense tha t  Christ loved the C hurch  and 
gave himself for it. T h u s  the wife exemplifies the 
submissiveness of Christ to the Fa the r’s will, while 
the husband  represents the sacrificial care of Christ 
for His Church. T h e  word “bitterness” as used

here is sometimes translated, “behave not  harshly 
with them .”

Children ,  obey yo u r  parent s  in all things: for  
this is well  p leasing u n to  the L o r d  (3:20). T h e  
word for “ch ild ren” by no means limits it to 
youth, b u t  requires of all due respect for p a r ­
ents. L ightfoot points ou t  tha t  the words “in 
all th ings” are stated absolutely because the ex­
ceptions are few and  may therefore be disre­
garded. T h e  words “u n to  the L o rd ” are in some 
texts “in the Lord .” Obedience is well pleasing 
or “com m endable” in  the Lord, as judged  by 
members of Christ’s body.

Fathers,  p rov ok e  no t  yo u r  ch i ldren  to anger,  lest 
they be discouraged  (3:21) . T h e  word for provoke 
means also “ to irr i ta te ,” by unwise interference, or 
uncharitab le  demands. T h e  word for discourage­
m ent means “ to lose h ea r t ,” and  therefore may lead 
to the conclusion tha t  it is impossible to please the 
parents. T h is  in  tu rn  leads to a listless or sullen 
frame of m ind  and  a disposition to resentment. In 
dealing with youth  twro things are necessary: 
(1) to keep their confidence, and  (2) to exercise 
the fullest patience.

Servants,  obey in all things  yo u r  masters accord­
ing to the f lesh; no t  w i th  eyeservice, as menpleasers;  
but  in singleness of  heart,  feari?ig G o d  (3:22; see 
also 23-25). T h e  w ord servant does no t  always 
m ean a slave, though  it doubtless does here. Such 
servants are to perform  their  duty, conscientiously 
and  heartily, as u n to  the Lord. T h is  applies as 
m uch  to h ired  w orkm en today as it  d id  to slaves 
or workm en in  those days. T h u s  work becomes 
honorable, and  the servant will be given the reward 
of the inheritance, for he serves the Lord  Christ.

One of tlie first things I like to do whenever we 
move is to hang  u p  the pictures. My wife usually 
thinks that o ther things are more im portan t ,  but 
I’m sure i t ’s im por tan t  to get the pictures u p —espe­
cially the k ind I have in mind.

T h e n  
there was their wall shelf fi lled with displays of 
wood-burning they had made last sum m er at boys’ 
camp. On the other side of tha t  was a p laque with 
the inscription, “ Relieve on the Lord Jesus Christ, 
and thou slialt be saved.” I looked then on the 
dresser and saw a book of Bible stories, and  four 
volumes of Stories A b o u t  the Bible.

Just this week 1 noticed in my older boy's Bible, 
which he reads regularly, an entry on the page 
for “Deaths,” which said, “ 1 almost drowned twice.”

1 looked farther and  saw their good shoes that 
they wear each Sunday when they march down the 
aisle to take the offering in N.Y.P.S. It was when 
I was noticing how large their shoes are now that 
it dawned upon me—I mean, how im portan t  it is to 
hang pictures. Soon, before 1 realize it, the boys 
will be leaving for college or the U.S. Army. Soon 
they will be starting homes, and  hanging pictures, 
too. Will they be hanging pictures ol pin-up girls, 
etc., that appeal to the vile, the sensual, and  ig­
noble things of life? Will those shoes, instead of 
walking down the church aisle, someday be carry­
ing them into dance halls and  taverns?

It all depends, 1 said to myself, largely on what 
kind of pictures we hang  in Sunday school, in the

T h e  impressions one gets as lie travels, it put 
together, give a pretty good picture of a given situa­
tion. It could be in the field of education, or it 
could be farming. T h e  talk of a group ot' people 
in  several communities will give a pretty good pic­
ture of the economy of a state. T h is  reasoning 
could be projected into nearly every field of life.

For years it has been my lot to travel and  live 
with people called Nazarenes; my lot to listen to 
their conversation, to sense their spirit  toward the 
church and  the world, and  to gather from them 
their individual feeling on lines that perta in  to the 
spiritual.

My remarks especially cover the feelings and 
findings of recent months. During these months
I have sensed a revival of the reading of the W ord  
of God. It is read in the church more often, and 
it  is read by our people continually. Its m eaning 
is being sensed in the sensitive souls of many more 
of our  people than  some m ight th ink  in these busy 
days.

Constant application of the principles of the gos­
pel in our  Sunday schools is having a wholesome 
effect on our Sunday-school scholars, and  this 
means that the influence of the Church of the 
Nazarene is reaching far bevond our  church bor­
ders.

T h e  business world has found that those called

of  a t r a v e l i n g  p a r s o n

Nazarenes are to be reckoned with because of their 
standards on subjects that have to do with morals, 
and respect is given to our  folks.

T h ere  are a few matters tha t  some of our  folk 
have given little a t ten tion  to, bu t  once they have 
given thought to them they will grow by the ir  new 
knowledge.

I have heard  that Christians should  close their 
eyes when prayer is being offered, and  recently this 
m atter  was more deeply impressed upon  my mind.
I saw that  the reason for the closed eyes is tha t  we 
may present to the Lord  an  u n in te r ru p ted  heart.
II our  eyes are open, like a camera with a lense 
opened too wide, they let in too m uch light; it may 
be of a diverting na tu re  and  thus we have a hard  
time to get our hearts set on the subject of prayer. 
Since the eye is the gateway to the m ind, and  we 
are told that 80 per cent of all tha t  enters comes 
by way of the eye, it is no t  hard  for us to see how 
we need to close our  eyes when we pray, so we 
may more readily have the m ind  fully open to the 
Spirit of ou r  Lord as H e tries to speak to us. 
Prayer is no t  a one-way street, and  if we pray we 
must expect answers. I hope that more and  more 
we will develop the closed-eyes method, so we can 
present open m inds to the Lord.

Some years ago I was in the office of the late Dr. 
Lawrence Howe when someone came in; as he 
talked he laid a paper on Dr. H ow e’s desk. W hen 
the visitor was gone. Dr. Howe got up, went to the 
desk, and  rearranged the paper. I could hardly see 
what he had  done and  thought it strange that in 
the midst of ou r  conversation he w ould make the 
move that he did. 1 ventured  to ask the reason and 
he said: “One day the Lord  poin ted  out to me the 
sacredness of 11 is Word, and  from that  day 011 I 
have never allowed anything to lie on the Bible.” 
I saw, and better yet, had an impression made upon 
my mind that time has not erased. So now it both­
ers me to see a Bible weighted down with anything; 
I like to see the Bible on top of whatever heap 
of books or papers there may be. As I travel about, 
I am glad to notice a new sense of appreciation of 
the Bible, and I th ink  be tter  care of it.

I hope all of us will improve on the habit  of 
carrying the Bible with us; often openly, and  with­
ou t the slightest sense of embarrassment.

I have not  had  the privilege of doing pastoral 
work in recent years, bu t  I know the joys and the

He said that in 
some cases they d id  not even tu rn  the radio off 
while he prayed. It is easy to understand  how this 
could happen  in this busy, careless age in which 
we live. But once our  a t ten t ion  is called to the 
matter, there is a voice tha t  will speak and  a sense 
of guilt tha t  will assert itself if again we allow o u r­
selves to be thoughtless per ta in ing  to vital spiritual 
matters.

I have observed tha t  m any of our  folk have 
learned that there is a blessing in leading u p  to 
subjects that warm the heart th rough  the Spirit, 
and many times our  people get ahead of the preach­
er and ask tha t  he pray with them. T h is  is as it 
should be.

In all, we are living in good days and  God is 
blessing.

"You and Your Morals"
In  the issue of the H e r a l d  o f  H o l i n e s s  for May 

23, Rev. Kenneth Rice, secretary of the Committee 
on Public Morals for the C hurch of the Nazarene, 
began a series of brief articles on “You and  Your 
Morals.” If you d id n ’t read that first article, h u n t  
u p  the paper and  read it now. You should not 
miss reading any of these articles. As Nazarenes, 
1 am afraid too often we are long on talk, when 
it comes to moral issues, and short on doing any­
thing abou t  them. These articles tell us how to 
do something about l iquor ads and  various bills 
which are coming u p  before Congress. Let's read 
them and  act—send the card or letter suggested.

A Story in Four Words
Four words tell the story of Absalom. H e was 

handsome, ambitious, daring, and  unscrupulous. 
He was handsome;  he had  long, beautifu l hair, a 
fair face, and  a well-proportioned form. His was 
an  attractive physical personality. He was a m b i ­
tious; he wanted to go to the top, we wanted to 
be king. H e was the th ird  son of David and  older 
than  Solomon. H e may not have know n G od 
had  decided tha t  Solomon should succeed to the 
throne. However, if he did know it, tha t  made 
no difference. His am bit ion  had  such proportions 
tha t  it w ou ldn’t let God's will interfere with it. 
H e  was not  only handsome and  ambitious, bu t  
also he was daring.  H e was ready not only to 
dream; he was ready to do everything he could to 
realize his dreams. H e did something abou t  be­
coming king. H e  stood by the gate anti stole the 
hearts of the people, and  then fled to H ebron, 
where he began to make his rebellion a reality. 
T here  are m en who have un lim ited  am bit ion  and 
envision m uch for themselves, bu t  they never do 
anything about it. T hey  are weaklings when it 
comes to action; they are afraid to move ou t  and 
boldly undertake what they want for themselves. 
I t  was not so with Absalom. H e determ ined  to 
realize his ambitions and  drove to that end.

T h e  fourth characteristic he had  was tha t  he 
was absolutely unscrupu lous .  H e was ready to 
bring destruction to many of the people of his 
own country, and  even to his own father, in order 
to realize his ambitions. One of the most dangerous 
traits of personality is unscrupulousness. Those 
who bow down to that god have no conscience; they 
are not able to com prehend the m eaning of right 
and  wrong—because they do not  w ant to u n d e r ­
stand it. R igh t  and  wrong are words which have 
no significance for them.

W hen  you get handsomeness, am bition , daring, 
and unscrupulousness com bined in one personality, 
there is bound  to be trouble. Somebody is going 
to suffer.

I d id  no t  b r ing  u p  this subject to talk about 
Absalom. 1 have presented it in o rder to set be­
fore you briefly the p ic ture  of a brokenhearted  
father. In  spite of the fact tha t  Absalom had 
b rough t  little bu t  trouble  to his father, David was 
not ready for w hat happened . No true fa ther is 
ever p repared  for calamity to overtake his child, 
even though  tha t  child himself was the source of 
it. David's first wolds w hen the messenger came 
from the battle  were,  “Is the young m an  Absalom 
safe?” and  again he asked, “Is the young m an  A b ­
salom safe?" T h e n  Cushi answered, “T h e  enemies 
of my lord the king, and  all tha t  rise against thee

to do thee hu r t ,  be as tha t  young m an  is.” T hen  
David knew w hat had  happened ,  and  he was all 
bu t  overcome with grief. Here are the immortal 
words which expressed the cry of a brokenhearted  
father: “O my son Absalom, my son, my son Ab­
salom! would G od I had  died for thee, O Absalom, 
my son, my son!” (II Sam. 1 9 : 3 3 . )

Certainly all of us should  learn tha t  nothing 
is safe for us bu t  right living. It  would  take a 
book to tell of the brokenhearted  fathers and  m oth­
ers whom I have m et or heard  from across the 
years whose sons or daugh ters—handsom e or other­
wise, b u t  ambitious, daring, self-opinionated, and 
sometimes absolutely unscrupu lous—have come to 
untim ely and  terrible deaths. A nd the broken­
hearted parents were left beh ind  to weep in help­
lessness. It was too late, then, for them  or the 
sons or daughters to do anything abou t  it.

Two More of Our 
Colleges Receive Accreditation

No doub t  most of the readers of the H e r a l d  o f  
H o l i n e s s  have already learned tha t  Bethany Naza­
rene College, Bethany, O klahom a, and  Olivet 
Nazarene College, Kankakee, Illinois, have recent­
ly received accreditation as regular  four-year col­
leges. A nnouncem ent  of the same was made in 
the H e r a l d  of May 2  by Dr. S. T .  Ludwig, execu­
tive secretary of the D epartm ent of Fducation of 
the Church of the Nazarene.

1 was thril led to receive this news, and  congratu­
late these two schools on w hat has been achieved.
I am sure tha t  o u r  whole church rejoices with 
them  in this h o n o r  which they have received. 
Several of o u r  o ther colleges already have full ac­
creditation, and  the few which do not are rapidly 
m oving in that direction.
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We have a right, as Nazarenes, to be p roud  of 
our colleges and  the work they are doing. I d o n ’t 
believe there is any money we spend as a church 
which is better invested than  tha t  which we pu t  
into our educational institutions. Much of the other 
work of our  church depends upon  what our schools 
do. T hey  tra in  not only our  pastors, evangelists, 
and missionaries, bu t  also many of o u r  laymen.

Occasionally I am asked this question: “Will 
this accreditation in any way interfere w ith  the 
internal organization and  work of our schools— 
that is. in the sense of encouraging them to let 
down in the ideals for which our  church stands?”

I am glad to answer this question in the negative. 
1 know a little about the accrediting agencies my­
self and can say w ithout any fear of contradiction 
that their purpose is not to keep our  schools Ironi 
doing what the church wants them to do. In  fact, 
they will tell you that they expect the schools to 
serve the cluirch which supports them —that is 
their business. T h u s  there is nothing to fear from 
the fact that our  schools have obtained accredita­
tion; it will help  them  in many ways, and  not 
hinder them at all. As a church, we should all 
join in singing the “Doxologv” in praise to God 
for this recognition which has been given to these 
two of ou r  colleges. As never before, our young 
people should a t tend Nazarene schools, and  our 
people should pray for and support them  with 
their monev.

The Garage Versus the Road Test
Recently 1 read where ex-Mayor Kelly of C hi­

cago died on the way out of a doc tor's office. Me 
had been to a specialist and had  a complete check­
up. Me was given a favorable bill of health. He 
didn't get home, even though he had been p ro ­
nounced to be iti good health. T h a t  is no re­
flection on the specialist, as the writer of the 
article in which this was m entioned indicated. 
With all of our m odern  means of study and in ­
vestigation, we haven't  been able to find out every­
thing about the hum an bock. We know a lot 
about the heart,  bu t  we do not know everything 
about it; there are some things tha t  are still h idden 
from us. Perhaps there was some weakness of ex- 
Mayor Kelly's heart that the best of specialists 
could no t  discover with all of the skill and in ­
struments he might possess.

the tests which the specialist gives when he ex­
amines a hum an  body m ight be likened to the sort 
of test that a car gets in a garage.  A better test, 
and in a sense more reliable from the s tandpoint  
of the car, at least, is the road test. It  is one th ing 
for the mechanic in the garage to say that the car 
is in perfect condition; it is ano ther th ing for the 
car to perform perfectly on a cross-country trip. 
T h e  road test is m uch more reliable than  the 
garage test. Ex-Mayor Kelly’s heart  m et the garage 
test all right, bu t  it d id  no t meet the road test.

T h e  writer of this article had in mincl the phys­
ical heart, but I could not  help th ink ing  of the 
spiritual heart. W h a t  we say and do in the church 
service m ight be likened to the garage test—here 
all of us have a chance to give our  testimonies and 
offer our  prayers. One could judge from what he 
hears from our lips tha t  wc are in 100 per cent 
condition—we could pass tha t  k ind  of exam ina­
tion, and vet when wc get in to  the actual business 
of living we m ight fall clown. T h e  great question 
is whether or no t  we can stand the road test, 
d a n  we live in our homes and at work what we 
testify to in the church? T h a t  is the big question. 
There is the garage test for the spiritual man, and 

also there is the road test. T h e  latter is more 
severe, and  yet more revealing than the former.

It would be interesting to study some of the 
liible characters in the light of this tru th . David 
was a wonderful man, b u t  he broke down at one 
point  in the road lest. Moses was one of the great­
est O ld 'Testament leaders, b u t  he failed a few 
times in the road test. Of course, A dam  and  Eve 
missed the road test—they did not pass. Some 
th ink  that Joseph passed the road test all the way 
along—at least he came very near doing it. Samuel, 
in the Old Testam ent,  and Paul, in the New 
'Testament, m ight be placed in the same class with 
Joseph.

T h e  road test is m uch more strenuous than the 
garage test, and also more revealing, and  more 
difficult to pass. Can you and  I pass the road test?

Pau l  never th o ug h t  of himself  as the 
prisoner of m en  b u t  “ the prisoner of 
the Lord .” Because he belonged to God, 
an d  because of his absolute  confidence 
th a t  everything th a t  h appened  to h im  
came as a p a r t  of God's permissive will, 
he felt th a t  even his bonds were a p a r t  
of a g reat div ine purpose. W ri t in g  to 
the Philippians, he  gave three distinct  
benefits  th a t  h ad  come th rough  his im ­
prisonment.  T h e  gospel was furthered; 
lie got to give his test imony in  the 
palace; an d  o th er  Chris tians were i n ­
spired to greater boldness.

W h en  Paul stood tr ia l before Felix, 
Ananias  (the h igh priest) and  the o ther  
members of the  Sanhedrin  were his 
accusers. T he y  knew Paul well enough 
th a t  they were afraid  of h im  an d  went 
o u t  and  h ired  a b r i l l ian t  o ra tor  nam ed 
T ertu l lus .  T h e i r  case fell ap a r t  and  
they found  themselves arra igned  before 
an o th er  b a r—the last great judgm ent bar  
—by the time Paul got th rough . T hey  
d id  not  even make an  appeal  when 
Felix dismissed their  charges. A few 
days later Felix an d  his wife, Brasil ia , 
invited Paul to tell them  m ore  about 
his faith. But Paul,  instead of courting 
royal favor, felt  tha t  he m ust  deliver his 
soul. H ere were two ju d gm ent-b ou nd  
people who probably  never would  be 
warned of (heir sins unless he did 
it; so he “reasoned of righteousness,  
temperance, an d  jud gm en t  to come,” 
and  “Felix trembled, and  answered. Go 
thy way for this time; when  I have u 
convenient season, I will call for thee."

Paul's  defense before King A grippa is 
a masterpiece. He started ou t  with the 
s ta tement:  “I th ink  myself happy, king 
Agrippa, because I shall answer for m \-  
sejf this day before thee . . . especially 
because I know thee to be expert in  all 
customs and  quest ions which are among 
the Jews.” He then  to ld  of his zealous 
persecution of Christians, which gave 
h im  the background for his testimony, 
the  story of his conversion. T h e n  he 
told  of his div ine commission and  fo l­
lowed th is  w ith  a concise sta tement 
ab o u t  the  death  and  resurrection of 
Jesus an d  its m eaning  for the  salvation 
of all men. Feslus, who was an  in te r ­

ested spectator,  cried out ,  "Pau l ,  thou  
a r t  beside thyself; m u ch  learning  doth  
make thee m ad .” B ut P au l  said: “ I am  
n o t  mad, most noble Festus; b u t  speak 
forth  the words of t ru th  an d  soberness.”

Suddenly , the tables are  tu rn ed  in  the 
court scene. T h e  prisoner a t  the b ar  
becomes the state at torney a n d  the 
judge is being cross-examined. “ King 
Agrippa, believest thou  the prophets?" 
Before he can answer, Pau l  answers for 
h im , “I know th a t  thou  believest.” And 
the king answers, saying to Paul,  “A l­
most thou  persuadest me to be a C hris­
t ian .”

P au l  was pre-eminently  an  am b as­
sador of Jesus Chris t.  If  enemies p u t  
h im  in  jail, the  ja ile r  got converted

before m orn ing . If  they sent h im  as a 
p risoner on  a ship an d  th e  ship  ran  
in to  a storm, h e  h a d  such an  “ in ” 
w ith  the powers-that-be in  heaven tha t  
h e  took over as cap ta in  of th e  sh ip  an d  
saved th em  all from a watery grave. 
W h e n  they p u t  h im  on  tr ia l , h e  called 
an  a l ta r  service for the  judge, the jury , 
the  sergeant a t  arms, an d  the attorneys. 
W h en  they were ab o u t  to execute him , 
he said, “ I am  ready. I was just leaving 
for heaven anyway!”

Report from Workers 
Among the Coloured People
Chris tmas was a busy t ime for us 

here, just as it was for you at home, and  
we celebrated it as much  as possible 
th e  way you do. However, Chris tmas 
seems to the majority  of the  Coloured 
people a combination  of New Year’s 
Eve and  the Fourth  of July. T h e  streets 
in o u r  Coloured townships are filled 
with people, many of them  drunken ,  
wearing colorful silly hats, blowing li tt le 
horns, and shooting firecrackers, with 
balloons waving everywhere.

O u r  Nazarene young people, though, 
spent Chris tmas Eve singing carols; and 
on Chris tmas Sunday they wTere in 
church re joic ing in the t rue  meaning 
of the b ir thday  of the Chris t child. 
Preceding Chris tmas o ur  various ch u rch ­
es gave th e i r  Sunday-school programs.

Immediately  following Chris tmas our 
second youth  cam p met at Rehobo th  on 
the Bible school grounds. Sixty-five 
young people came joyously s inging on 
the large truck to spend a week of 
drawing  closer to the Lord, an d  many 
to find H im  for the first time. How 
our  hearts  were th ri l led  with the o u t ­
pou ring  of the Lord's  blessing!

T o  refresh your memories as to the 
g ro up  of people with whom w'e wrork: 
they are  called in this country  “Col­
oured ,” m eaning  a mixed race of people

' j f i o u g h t  
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—not the African English nor the Afri­
kaans. who are descended from the 
Dutch, nor yet the Bantu  native, but  
people who arc p ar t  Bantu and part  
white or Asiatic. O u r  work am ong the 
Coloured people has so far been limited 
to the people here  on the Reef or the 
area s u r rou n d ing  Johannesburg ,  where 
there are approxim ate ly  57.000 Coloured 
people.

Ever since we came to Africa we have 
fell a special b u rden  for the  expansion 
of o u r  work to the Cape Province, south 
of us, which is the hom e of the m a ­
jori ty  of the Coloured people. T h e re  
are 238.000 Coloured people in C ap e­
town alone an d  no holiness d en o m in a ­
tion working am ong them.

In December, Joseph Penn and  Philip  
Steigleder spent a few clays looking into 
the possibilities of opening  a Church 
of the Nazarene in Capetown among 
the Coloured people. T h e y  re tu rned  
filled with en thusiasm and a bu rden  
for the great host of Coloured folk they 
had seen.

We tenet your prayers for this great 
harvest field and for the plans which 
will be m ade in connection with o p e n ­
ing o u r  church  there.

O u r  Alabaster Box opening  in J a n ­
uary was a d isappo in tm en t to us, for 
when the money was counted  it came to 
ab o u t  $.r)5.00, which was a li tt le less 
than  the last opening. T h e  Coloured 
preacher who announced  the am o u n t  
expressed shame that it was as it was 
and asked for pledges of those who 
would  give w ith in  the week to increase 
the am ount .  How o ur  hearts  thrilled 
as the first two hands  of almost $ ‘5.00 
pledges were from Bible school s tudents 
who are definitely a t tend in g  school bv 
faith! We do not usually expect all the 
pledges taken in this wav to be paid, 
but w ith in  the allotted time every 
pledge m ade tha t  Sunday af te rnoon was 
paid  and more, until  o u r  Alabaster box 
opening  tota led ab o u t  $100.00, the h ig h ­
est ever! In o u r  next w om en ’s meeting  
at one church there began spontaneous 
confessions concerning their  Alabaster 
boxes and, amidst tears, the  pledges 
they have m ade to God as to what  they 
are going to do.—M ary Sri ioi.fdi r.

Som e tim e  ago an a rtic le  on  sanctifica tion  w as sen t to m e fo r  d iscussion  in  the Q uestion  Box. P a rt of one paragraph  of th is artic le  reads as follow s: "There are th ree gen era l v ie ivs  of w h a t sanctifica tion  m ean s in  th e S crip ­
tu res. T he first is  th a t i t  m ean s a second defin ite  w o rk  of grace th a t purifies  the m in d  an d  body. The second v ie w  is  th a t it  is  a  p ro gressive  w o rk  of purifica tion  u-hich begins a t regen era tion  and con tin ues b y  p rogressive  steps  u n til the en d  of a C h ristian  life,  w h en  final p erfec tio n  is  atta in ed . The th ird  l ieu' and the correct one is that i t  is  an  act of con secra tion  or se tt in g  apart.”

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tcrnational Dic tionary,  Second Edition, 
Unabridged . It defines sanctification 
thus: "Act of sanctifying, o r  state of 
being sanctified: esp., Thcol . ,  the act or 
process of God's grace by which the 
affections of men arc purified , or 
a l ienated  from sin, and exalted to a 
supreme love to God and  righteousness; 
also, the state of being thus purif ied."  
I h e  second, and  last, defini t ion  of 

sanctification is “Act of consecrating; 
consecration." It is easy to see from 
these defini tions that sanctification 
means first, cleansing, purificat ion, or 
freedom from sin. and  second, consecra­
tion. It does not mean  consecration, or 
sett ing apa r t  alone. The same dictionary 
defines sanctify as follows: “ I. T o  make 
sacred or holy; specif.: T o  set ap a r t  to 
a sacred office or to religious use or 
observance; to consecrate by ap p ro pr ia te  
rites; to hallow. God blessed the seventh 
dav and sanctified  it. Gen. ii. 3.” Next 
it defines sanctify as “2. T o  make free 
from sin: to cleanse from moral corrup-

lliem th rough  thy t ru th .  Joh n  17:17." 
O ther  definitions for the word sanctify 
are given, b u t  they arc ei ther obsolete 
o r else secondary in meaning. No one 
can read these two definitions of sanctify 
and  hold that the only correct meaning  
of the word is consecration. T h e  same 
is true as to the defini t ion of sanctified. 
It reads thus: "M ade holy or free of sin; 
set ap a r t  to sacred duty  or use; also, 
m ade to have the air of sanctity; sanc­
timonious.” Once again  it can easily 
be seen th a t  the meaning  of the word 
before us is not consecrate alone.—I am 
not saying th a t  consecration is not  one 
of the meanings of sanctification, but  
I am  insisting tha t  it is not the  only 
meaning. In fact. I believe tha t  there 
are plenty  of au thorit ies  which would 
hold that it is not the primary  m eaning  
in the New Testam ent .  Certainly, the 
dictionary does not give consecration as 
the only meaning  of sanctification, and 
it defines words according to the way 
they are used, and  not arbitrari ly .

The w r ite r  referred  to  in  th e  p reced in g  q u estio n  sa ys  th a t w e  are sanctified  (or  con secra ted , as he defines i t)  b y  our ow n vo litio n , and not b y  G od or  
grace.

T his  might be true if consecration 
were the only meaning  of sanctification, 
but, as we have already seen, this is not 
the case. Consecration is often looked 
upon as the h u m a n  side of sanctifica­
tion: that is, the Chris tian  must con ­
secrate himself wholly to God before 
he can trust God to purify, or sanctify, 
h im —cleanse his heart from sin. And 
going back to the definitions given 
above, we find two scriptures quoted, 
and  both  of them set forth God as 
doing the sanctifying. T his is often the 
teaching of the liible. It is m an  who 
conset rates, and  God who cleanses the 
consecrated heart.  In the Bible all 
three of the persons of the T r in i ty  are 
spoken of as sam tify ing  men. In Joh n  
17:17 (as quoted  in the answer to the 
first question) Jesus prays to His Father

to sanctify His disciples. Paul prays for 
the Chris tians at Thessalonica and says, 
“And the very God of peace sanctify you 
wholly” (I Thess.  5:2.‘S) . Also. Christ is 
represented as the Sanctifier in Eph. 
5:25-27 and Heb. 13:12. Fur ther,  the 
Holy Spirit is our Sanctifier according 
to II  Thess. 2:1.3 and  I Pet. 1:2. T h u s  
it is the  tr iune God who sanctifies, and 
not the indiv idual who sanctifies h im ­
self. In  addition , the exhortat ions and 
commands to Chris tians to be holy, or 
sanctified, in the sense of being made 
free from the s in-nature, point  to the 
fact tha t  it is something which can be 
obtained  in this life and at once, if faith 
follows a complete consecration. T h a t  
this blessing comes by faith is indicated 
by Acts 15:8 and  9 and  Acts 26:16-18. 
especially verse 18.

T h e re  were IOU political prisoners in 

jail at San Marcos, G uatemala ,  at tlie 
time of the Annas  counterrevolution. 
Twenty-five of these were rx’tnigelicos 
who before had  jo ined an uprising 
against the  Communists. Chris tian 
women visited them, b ring ing  food and 
words of comfort. Given permission bv 
the authorit ies, they con tinued  these 
services, I-it tle by li tt le as lime went 
by and  these prisoners were released, 
interest lessened. But one prisoner , Don 
Jose, serving a nine-year sentence for 
m urder ,  came u nd er  deep  conviction and  
was converted. He assumed leadership  
and  revitalized the services. On the day 
that General Armas passed th rough  San 
Marcos, all the  prisoners except these 
Chris tians rushed  the ir  guards, over­
powered them, and  escaped. These 
prisoners, led by Don Jose, sat quietly  
in their  places. T h e  authorit ies, seeing 
the ir  Chris tian discipline, showed them 
favor an d  soon g ran ted  Don Jose a full 
pardon. In  a thousand  wavs it pays to 
be devoutly Chris tian.

We Commend
As we seek to find a t rue  solution of

T im e  
magazine reports  E di to r  O ’Dowd, of 
Florence, South  Carolina, as saving he 
d ou b ted  th a t  th e  co u r t ’s in ten t ion  could 
be thw ar ted  and  certainly “cannot and 
will not be d one  with speeches that 
in flame and excite” the passions of men. 
Every effort th a t  seeks a peaceful so lu ­
tion of th is  most grievous p rob lem  is 
to be commended. Let us prav!

Not Even War

0ur "Uncle Bud Robinson"—
C hapter E ight 

The B ib le  W as a G ood P rim er
As soon as the camp meeting was 

over, af te r giving his h ea r t  to the Lord, 
Bud went back to the ranch. Once there 
he resigned his job, and  re tu rn ed  home. 
T h e re  wasn’t m uch  work for h im  to do 
nea r  his  hom e except digging out 
stumps, for fifty cents a day. Digging 
out  stumps was h a rd  work. Bud had 
to make a living, so he began to dig  out 
stumps. For breakfast he  had sorghum 
molasses and  corn bread; for d in ne r  he 
h ad  sorghum molasses and corn bread; 
for supper  he h ad  sorghum  molasses 
and  corn bread. All he  had  to d rink  
was w arm  water. Yet he was hap py  in 
his heart  and  tha t  was most im p o rtan t  
of all.

Bud began to pray especially for his 
brothers . T hey  were so wicked. T hey  
would come home at n ight  too d ru nk

to take care of themselves. Bud would  
sit u p  late, so he could keep them from 
fighting.

About three m o n ths  af ter  he became 
a Chris tian, Bud was invited to go to 
Sunday school. T h e  lady teacher who 
invited h im  told h im  he should learn 
all about  Jesus.

“Oh. 1 can’t go to Sunday school.” 
answered Bud.

“ Why can’t you?” the teacher asked.
“ I can’t read. How could 1 learn 

any th in g  if I can ’t read?” he said.
“ Von come and  I'll read for you,” the 

teacher promised.
Bud went to Sunday school. W h en  he 

got there,  h e  s tu t te red  so m uch  th a t  
the  class members  could hard ly  u n d e r ­
stand his name. W h en  th a t  first class 
was over, the teacher gave h im  a li tt le 
T es tam ent .  T h e re  was one th ing  Bud 
d id  know about reading. H e  knew his 
a lphabe t .  As lie went hom e e a r n i n g  the

litt le Bible, he m ade u p  his m ind  that 
he would  learn to read  th a t  Bible.

Once at home. Bud opened the Testa­
m ent to the first ch ap te r  of Matthew. 
That was a very h ard  chap te r  to read, 

for it is full of long names. Bud spelled 
out each word and pronounced  it as 
best he could. He kept on reading in 
this m an n er  until  he finished that first 
chapter .  He read  th e  second and the 
th ird ,  even though  he d id  not always 
understand  everyth ing  lie read. God 
h elped  h im  a great deal,  and  the  farther 
he read in the Book, the  easier it was 
for him to read an d  figure out the 
words.

Bud wasn’t con ten t  to read  only; he 
wanted  to write. He got a pencil . There 
was very litt le p ap e r  a ro u n d  his house, 
so he began to copy words from the 
Bible on everything the pencil would 
m ake a mark on. He wrote on the walls 
of the b arn  and  on th e  door.  too. He 
figured  o u t  his own n am e from the 
Bible p r in t in g  and  copied it over and 
over unt i l  he knew how to wri te  it.

D ur ing  the t ime he was digging out 
s tumps. Bud spent very litt le of his 
money. He carefully saved nearly all 
h e  m ade until  he had  w ha t  seemed to 
h im  cpiite a lot of money. He still 
wore liis old, w orn-ou t clothes. Often 
he rem em bered  th a t  God h ad  called 
h im  to preach, an d  every t ime he re­
m em bered  he looked clown at his clothes. 
H e  knew if he were going to preach 
he needed some new clothes first,
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U  last lie f igured lie had  enough  
money to buy some new ones. He went 
to town and  b ough t ab o u t  twelve yards 
of cotton mater ial ,  o u t  of which his 
mother m ade h im  a p a ir  of trousers 
and a coat. T h e  m ater ia l  cost twelve 
and a half cents a yard. H e  then  bought 
five yards of calico for five cents a yard. 
Out of this, his m o th er  m ade h im  a 
shirt, l i e  bough t a p a ir  of shoes for a 
dollar and  a half,  an d  a straw ha t  for 
twenty-five cents. T h e  whole outfit  of 
clothes cost a b o u t  S3.50. Now, he felt 
well-dressed, ready to go o u t  and  preach.

In those days a preacher  d id n ’t wait 
for someone to invite h im  to preach. 
He merely decided in which schoolhouse 
he would  like to hold services and  then 
he went ab o u t  tha t  neighborhood  inv i t ­
ing the people to come to church.

Bud picked ou t  a schoolhouse. On 
the a f te rnoon  before he was to begin 
preaching at n ight ,  he  went ab o u t  the  
countrv ro u n d  ab o u t  inv it ing  the people 
to come an d  h ea r  h im . It was h a rd  for 
the people to und ers tan d  w ha t  Bud 
told them. H e  sounded  so q u e e r  and

looked even queerer .  T h e  farmers and 
ranchers  decided they would  go hear 
w ha t  this poor  old fellow would  talk 
about.

Bud knew only two songs, an d  even 
the words in those two were mixed u p  in 
his mind. W h en  the people all gathered  
in the schoolhouse th a t  night ,  there  was 
no  one to lead the singing. Bud stood 
u p  an d  sang the first song. He sounded 
so funny th a t  th e  ranchers  all laughed. 
T h e n  Bud knelt  down to  pray. H e  s tu t ­
tered so h a rd  th a t  he co u ld n ’t finish 
his prayer. H e  stood u p  an d  sang his 
second song, and  again  the people 
laughed an d  m ade fun  of h im . Poor 
old Bud was so miserable! T h e  more 
he tr ied, the less he could  understand  
why God wanted  him  to preach.

After the  second song was finished, 
it was time for the preaching. Bud 
stood u p  and  tr ied his best. T h e  words 
w o u ld n ’t come out of his m outh  right 
an d  sometimes they wouldn 't  come out  
a t  all. T h e  more he tr ied  to talk, the 
more the people  laughed. T h e  more 
they laughed, the h a rd e r  it was for Bud

to preach. Sometimes the people eveil 
clapped  the ir  hands.

At last Bud gave u p  trying to preach 
at all. He began to shout  and  shout! 
He praised the Lord! About th a t  time 
th e  audience stopped laughing. As Bud 
began to praise God, his tongue began 
to say w ha t  he wanted  i t  to say, and 
before long he was te ll ing those people 
that they were on  their  way to hell. 
He to ld  them  they had  better  kneel 
and ask God to forgive them. Instead 
of laughing, now the people were crying.

T h e re  was no a l ta r  bench. T h e re  was 
a table, so Bud told the people who 
w anted  to give the ir  hearts  to the Lord 
to kneel a rou n d  the table. Several came 
and  knelt.  Bud prayed for them  as hard  
as he could , and  again his s tu t te r ing  left 
him . God came down an d  helped tha t  
preacher!

I hat first meeting was a good one 
and  many people were saved before 
Bud had  finished his week of preaching. 
H e  shouted  an d  he praised God, and 
the people listened and gave their  hearts 
to the Lord.
