Again, prayer will bring blessing to oth-
ers, I think one of the most marvelous pas-
cages im this book on the whole subject of
prayer is 1 John v. 16: “If any man see his
brother sin a sin which is not unto death,
he shall ask, and he shall give him life for
them that sin not. unto death. There is a
sin unto death: I do-not say that we shall
pray for it.” Notiee that this verse says
that if we who are saved will undertake to
pray for some sinner,np matter how deep in
sin he is, if he has committed every sin short
of the one unpardonable sin—which is defi-
nitely blaspheming against the Holy Spirit
and deliberately attributing to the devil
what belongs to the work of the Haqly Spirit
—if we undertake to pray for any man so

in sin, we can get eternal life for him. To

me that is stupendous and overwhelming. To
think I ean go out and find a man or woman
down in the depths of sin and, by praying,
can bring eternal life to that man’s heart is
overwhelming. That is what the Bible says,
and it is so.

Friends, there are men and women here
in Northfield, who, as we know, are living
in sin, Some of them have been in sin for
vears, but we can reach right down to where
they are if we will only pray and not faint.
We can take hold of God with one hand and
them with the other and get cternal life for
them.

In all the heathen world the practice of
- medicine is marked by the densest supersti-
tion and characterized by the most extreme
cruelties. Even the Chinese have no doc-
tors worthy of the name; they have abso-
lutely no reliable knowledge of anatomy,
physiolo’ chemistry, physics, surgery, or
of obstetrical practice and their “doctors”
often do more harm than good. The sick
are often left to die in the streets, and not
cven a drink of water is given to the wound-
ed after a battle, who, if unable to drag
themselves away, are abandoned to perish.
In India charms and incantations are a
commen resort. ick are dosed with
putrid Ganges water, and patients are suf-
focated with charcoal fires, The Arab re-
sorts with the greatest confidence to the
most ridiculous, severe, or disgusting rem-
edies. A slip of “paper,” containing cer-
ain written words, is swallowed with avid-
ity. A man in the last stages of consump-
tirn takes a preseription directing him to
feed upon the raw liver of a male camel, and
fresh liver not being obtainable, he
continues the use of this diet in a
putrid state until he dies. The
Arab’s most common remedy for all
diseases i§ the burming of the skin
entirely around the seat of pain,
with g red-hot iron, To every mis-
sipnary a knowledge of medicine is
of essential importance, for he may
find himself removed many days'
journey from a ph¥sician, as has
happened repeatedly.

Let missionaries possess medical
education to enable them, first, to
look after their own health; sec-
ond, to relieve the physical suffering
around them; third, to obtain ready en-
trance for the gospel; and fourthly, to en-
able them to support themselves as fas as
possible,

The benefits of medical missions may be
well nigh placed beyond computation in
value.
